
AN ACT to organize the county of Fond du Lac 
for judicial purposes. 

Be it enacted by the Council and House of Representatives 
of the Territory if Wisconsin. 

§ I. That from and after the first Monday of March 
next, the county of Fond du Lac shall be organized for 
judicial purposes, and shall enjoy all the privileges of 
other counties of this Territory. 

Counties at. 	§ 2. The counties of Sheboygan, Calumet and Mar- 
tithed. 	quette are hereby attached to the county of Fond du Lac 

for judicial purposes. 
§ 3. The said judicial county, composed of the coun- 

ties of Fond du Lac, Sheboygan, Calumet and Marquette 
District whstshall remain a part of the third judicial district, and the 
composed. courts therein shall be held by the judge of the said dis- 

trict, at such times as shall be established by law. 
§ 4. The first election of Sheriff for said judicial coun-

ty shall be held in the several counties before named, 
Election when on the first Tuesday of April next, and thereafter at the 
and how held. time prescribed by law ; and the return of said election 

shall be made to the clerk of the board of supervisors of 
Fond du Lac county, who shall proceed to canvass the 
same as the law requires. 

§ 5. All writs, process, appeals, recognizances, or 
Writs whore other proceedings, sued, taken or commenced in the dig- 
returned.  trict court of Brown county, prior to the said first Mon-

day of March next, shall be prosecuted to final judgment 
and execution issued thereon in the same manner they 
might or could have been had this act not passed ; and 
execution on any judgment heretofore rendered in said 

Executions & court, shall have the like force and effect, and may be 
Judgments. executed and returned by the sheriff of said county of 

Brown, any thing in any law of the Territory to the con-
trary notwithstanding. 

§ 6. The county seat of Fond du Lac county is here- 
County seat by established upon the north half of the north-east 
wherelocated. quarter of section fifteen, town fifteen north, of range 

seventeen east, in the town of Fond du Lac : Provided, 
a good and sufficient warrantee deed, duly executed, 
of a public square for the location of county buildings, 
embracing at least ninety thousand square feet ; and a 
bond entered into with the board of supervisors of the 



county, conditioned to provide a suitable room for hold-Room to hold 
ing courts for the use of said county for the term of three courts. 
years, the whole to be free of charge to the county , and 
to be entered of record in the register's office of said 
county. But it is herein further provided, that unless 
such deed and bond, duly executed, shall be thus record-
ed on or before the first Monday ol March next, the coun-
ty seat shall be and remaiwas now established by law ; 
and the supervisors of said county shall be hereby author-
ized to provide a building for the temporary holding of 
such courts until county buildings shall be prepared at Building lobo 
the county seat ; and such building, thus provided, (a cer-1"i'vii". 
tificate of such fact being recorded in the office of the 
clerk of the board of supervisors of said county) shall 
be deemed to be the court-house of said county. 

§ 7. All appeals to be taken in the manner provided Appeals when 
by law, from the decisions of the probate court of the audimw taken 
district comprised of the counties of Sheboygan and 
Manitouwoc shall be made and returned to the dis- 
trict court of Brown county any law to the contrary not-
withstanding. 

§ S. From and after the first Monday of March next, 
the county of Marquette shall be organized for county Mnrcpwite or. 
purposes, and the first election for county officers in said g alizid 11r  

county shall he held on the first Tuesday of April next, 	purpo. 

at the house of S. W. Beall, the place appointed by law 
for holding the annual town meeting and the returns of 
the election of such county officers shall be made to the 
town clerk of the town of Marquette, who is hereby au-
thorized to canvass the same and to issue certificates of 
elect i m. 

§ 9. Such election shall be conducted in all respects McMinn?. in 
as the law requires for conducting town meetings and it how how. 
shall be the duty of the clerk of the board of supervisors 
of Fond du Lae county to post up notices of such elec-
tion and also of the town meeting of the town of Mar-
quette at two or more places in such county ten days at 
least before the day of such meeting. 

§ 10. The several towns in the counties of Calumet 
and Marquette, and the county of Sheboygan, shall an-
nually pay to the treasurer of Fond du Lac county eight Pot N.M. tobo 

111e  foorfcx. per centum of all taxes, except school house taxes, levied pa.!:  

therein, to assist in defraying the expenses of courts. And cPol  uric 
it is hereby made the duty of the collectors of the several 
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towns in the counties aforesaid, and of the collector of the 
county of Sheboygan, to collect and pay such per cebtage ,  
to the treasurer of the county of Fond du Lac, on or before 

the first Monday of.) anuary, in each year; and the rect ipt 
of such treasurer shall be a t_ood and sufficient °richer for 

such amount in settlement with the treasurer of Lis oi n 
proper town or county ; and the collectors of such towns 

and counties shall be liable to the county of Ford du L a c, 

under their official bonds, fur the payment, as aforesaid, 

for the per centage herein mentioned. 

§ 11. From and after the first Monday- of March next, 
all.assessments that shall he made in the county of Fond 

du Lac for the purpose of raising taxes, ski! ( ml race 
improvements on real estat ,-, in addition to tie prvpi rty 
now liable by law to taxation. 

4 12. The clerks of the boards of county supervisors 
of the counties of Calumet and Marquette, and tl.e elvrk 
of the board of commission( rs of Sheboygan county, 

shall be rvquired to forward to the cleik of 1.1,e hoard of 
supervisors of Fond du Lac county, on or I dere the 
first Monday of A pnl next, a certified uory of the 1uih lists 

of the last annual election ; and the board of super' isors 

of the county of Fond (In Lac, is hereby reqnired to meet 

at the clerk's office in said county on smile day prior to 

the first day of May next, for the !impose of preparing a 
list of jurors, and taking any other measures necessary to 

carry out the pro% isions of this act. 
§ 13. 'file clerks of the several towns in the coun-

ties of Fond du Lac, Calumet and Marquette, and the 
clerk of the board of commissioners of SheboN gait comity, 

shall post up notices f the electi( n of sheriff for surh 
county at the proper places, at least ten days prior to the 

said day of election. 

§ 14. All that portion of Lake Winnebago lying 
south of a direct line drawn from the point where the 

southern boundary of the Brotbertown Reservation en-

ters said lake on the east to the town line between towns 
sixteen and seventeen on the west side of said lake, is 

hereby made a part of the county of Fond du Lac. 

§ 15. The legal voters of the county of 1Vinnebago, 

shall on the clay of the annual town meeting iu April next, 
vote for or against the annexation of said county, to the 

county of Fond du Lac for judicial purposes, and if a ma-
jority of such votes shall be in favor of such annexation, 
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the clerk and moderator of such town meeting 	Make 
return of such vote to the clerk of the board of snpervi-

sors of Fond du Lac county, within ten days after the 
day of such meeting, and the said clerk shall record such 
returns in the said supervisors office, and when so recor-

ded the said county of Winnebago shall be deemed to be 
attached to the county of Fond du Lac, and be subject to 

all such provisions of law as pertains to the other counties 

hereby attached to the county of Fond du Lac ; any law 
to the contrary notwithstanding, and it is hereby provided, 

that if a majority of the legal voters of the counties of Mninrity of 
Sheboygan and Marquette, shall in like manner on the vutcd tu dexide 

first tuesd ty of April next, vote against the annexation 
of sal I counties to the county of Fund du Lae, Ihen the 

provisions of this act so far as the said counties are con-

cerned. shall be of no eff-ct, aid they shall remain as 
now attached to the comity of Brown.

Be it en3cled by Ih C rencl and 'Luse of Represent:dices 
rf the TerribryJ IF,:se:msZn : 

§ I. That from and after the first day of March next; When to take 

the county of Dodge be organized for judieial purposes ., a.'" 
and shall enily all the pri% ileg,s of other counties of this 

Territory. It shall form a part of the third judicial dis-

trict, and the courts therein shall be held by the judge 

of the said district. 
§ 2. All writs, process, appeals, recognizances, or 

other proceedings commenced in the district court ofrr"c" iarwri 
Jefferson county, prior to the first day of March next, itUrtiL.o. en  
shall be prosecuted to final judgment, and execution is- 

sued thereon, in the same manner they might or could 
have been had this act not passed ; and execution on any 
judgment heretorore rendered in said court shall have 

the like foree and effect, and may be executed and return-

ed by the sheriff of Jefferson county ; any thing in any - 
law of this Territory to the - onattary nbtWitbstanding.
