Be it enacted by the Council and House of Representatives of
the Territory of Wisconsin:
Secrron 1, That Joachim Gruenhagen and his associates,
Z}l’ﬁg ::::‘! successors and assigns, be and they are hereby authorized to erect
maintain dam. 20d maintain a dam across the Milwaukee river, in the ¢ounty of
Milwaukee, on sections number nineteen of twenty, in township
nomber eight, north of range number twenty-two east, at any
point on said sections they may deem most suitable, and to make
use of the water for hydraulic purposes.

Suijct tofor- Sec. 4. The said dam shall be subject to all the provisions of
meract  of anact of the legislature of this territory, entitled “An act in
relation to mills and mill dams,” approved 13th January, 1840.
Sec. 5. The legislature may at any time repeal, alter or amend
this act.
SEec. 6. This act shall take effect from and after its passage.
