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and the amount the same would be if the same had been sold at
two dollars 2nd fifty cents per acre, if the money so paid shall not
equal such amount, conditioned to pay the same in case the United
States shall require the future State of Wisconsin to pay more
than the sum of one dollar and twenty-five cents per acre: other-
wise such mortgage to be void.

AN ACT to abolish the office of Supreme Court
Commissioners,

Beit enacted by the Council and House of Representatives of
the Territory of Wisconsin:

Secrion L. The office of Supreme Court Commissioner is
hereby abolished.

Sec. 2. All the powers and duties heretofore required to be
performed by Supreme Court Commissioners, except the allow.
ance of writs of injunctions, by any law of this Territory, shall
bereafter be vested in, and performed by, the Judges of Probate in
the respective counties; and the Judges of Probate shall be enti-
tled to the same fees and compensation for their services in per-
forming such duties as was heretofore allowed by law to Supreme
Court Commigsioners.

Sec. 8. This act shall fake effect on the fifteenth day of March

next.

AN ACT to submit the Organization of the County
of St. Croix for Judicial Purposes, to the Electors

of said County.

Beit enacted by the Council and House of Representatives of
the Territory of Wisconsin:

Secrion. 1. Thatfrom and after the first day of November
next, the County of St. Croix shall be organized for judicial pur-
poscs, and shall enjoy all the privileges of other counties of this
Territory. It shall form a-part of the first Judicial district, and
the courts therein shall be held by the judge of said district.
