The said town set off and organized by this act, shall 

be entitled to, and enjoy all the rights and privileges which are 

granted by law to the other towns in this Territory. 

Sze. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and 

after its passage.

AN ACT to incorporate the Wisconsin Phalanx. 
Be it enacted by the Council and House of Representatives of 

the Territory of Wisconsin: 

SECTION 1. That Warren Chase, Uriel Farmin,Lester Rounds, 
.Tacob Beckwith, Laban Stillwell and William Dunham, and all 

Who corpora--others who shall become associated with them as members, shall 
tom be, and they are hereby declared to be a body corporate and politic, 

to be known and designated as the Wisconsin Phalanx ; and as such 
corporation, are hereby declared capable of sueing and being sued, 
answeting and being answered unto, pleading and being implead-
ed, defending and being defended, in all courts and places, in all 
suits, actions, matters and causes whatever. And said corporation 

shall have a continued and perpetual succession, and have power 
to make a common seal and change the same at pleasure. 

Powers am,  Sze. 2. The said corporation shall have power to own and 
poration 	hold real estate and personal property in joint stock, to purchase 
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and transfer property real or personal at pleasure, uisng the com.b 
mon seal and signature of the corporation. But in no case shall 
said corporation sell and convey real estate without the consent of 
all the stockholders, or a special law of the legislature of this Ter-
ritory, for that purpose. The evidence of stock in said corpora-
tion, shall be kept in a book denominated a stock book; which 
book shall at all times be a sufficient evidence of any person or 
persons title to stock or interest in said corporation, and shall be a 
public record of the same. 

SEC. 3. The property real and personal of said corporation p  
shall be held in stock, numbered in shares of twenty-five dollars artrtnYtoculkbe.  
each, and transferable at the will of the holder. But no transfer 
shall be effectual until recorded upon the books of the corporation, 
by the recording officer of the Phalanx. 

Sac. 4. The said corporation shall be located in the township Restrictions. 
of Ceresco, in the county of Fond du Lac, to which town the busi- 
ness operations of the corporation shall at all times be restricted: 
Provided, however, that nothing herein contained shall be so con. Proviso. 
aimed as to prohibit the corporation from owning and occupying 
timbered or meadow lands in any other town: and Provided fur- 
ther, That the quantity of land held by said corporation shall never 
exceed forty acres to each person belonging thereto. 

Sec. 5. The corporation, or the officers thereof, shall have no Corporation 
e not to contract power to contract any debt in their corporate name, or by virtue cm debts.  

this act, to issue any notes or scripts, or evidences of debt what-

ever: and if said corporation or its board of managers shall con-

tract or assume to contract any debt in the name of said corpora-

tion, each individual member thereof shall be personally liable to 
pay such debt. 

Sac. 6. Warren Chase, Lester Rounds, and Uriel Farmin are 

hereby authorized and empowered to open books and receive sub- 

scriptions for stock in said corporation, on the third Monday in Feb- Book, to b. 
ruary, A. D. 1845, at the house of Lester Rounds, in the town of :1174Tr ion  
Ceresco, in the county of Fond du Lae, W. T., and to continue to stock, 
open said books at such times and places as they shall deem pro- 
per, until the council hereinafter mentioned shall be elected; im-

mediately after which they shall deliver said books and subscrip-

tion' to the said council. No subscriptions for stock shall be en- 
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tered upon the books without the consent of all persods authorized 

to open said books, while the same are in their possession. All sub-

9criptions for stock, not paid on or before the time designated for 

the payment of the same, shall be forfeited.

SEC. 7. The hooks of said corporation shall be open at all

the stock in said corporation owned by any shareholder shall be at

105, 106, and 107, of an act concerning judgments and execu-
tions. And section 107 of said act shall apply in all particulars 

to the corporation created by this act, and to its officers. 

SEC. 8. The first meeting of said corporation shall be held at First meeting, 
where held, the house of Lester Rounds, in the town of Ceresco, county of 

Fond du Lac, on the first Monday of April, A. D. 1845, at Rine 

o'clock A. M.; which meeting shall proceed to choose a chairman 

and secretary for said meeting, after which they shall proceed to 

elect by ballot the following officers:. (a majority of votes being 

necessary for a choice) one president, one vice president, one sec-
retary, one treasurer and nine councilmen. The president and 
vice president shall be ex-officio members of the council. Said 

officers shall hold their respective offices until the second Monday 

of December following, and until others shall be elected to fill their 
places, unless sooner.removed by the council as hereinafter pre-
scribed. 

SEC. 9. There shall be an annual meeting of the stockhold-
Ammal meet, ers and members of said corporation holden on the second Monday 
jag of stock - of December in each year, in the town of Ceresco, at such place 
holders. 

as the council shall determine, for the election of officers to fill the 

places of those whose terms of office expire on the same day; said 

meeting shall continue from day to day until such officers are elect-

ed. Every male member and stockholder over twenty-one years 

of age, present or absent, shall at all times be entitled to one vote, 

in person or by proxy, in the election of officers; but in no other 

case shall either a member or stockholder vote by proxy. The

of the Phalanx and to have a general supervision of the business of 
the Phalanx, subject at all times to the direction of the council. 

Sec. 12. The vice president shall be president of the council, ViesPresident 
ot perform and in in the absence or disability of the president, shall perform all 

the duties devolving upon him, in which case the council shall 
elect a president pro tern. 

Sze. 13. It shall be the duty of the secretary to keep all re-Duty of &f-
euds, books and papers for the Phalanx and council, and transact roof/. 
such other writing as the corporation or council may direct. 

Sze. 14. It shall be the duty of the treasurer to receive ,keep, 

disburse and pay out all monies belonging to the corporation 
pursuant to instructions from the council, and to keep an account 
of all monies received, and paid out, and furnish a copy of the 
same to the secretary weekly. Before entering upon the duties Detyer 
of his office he shall execute a bond to the corporation with suf-' mop 
Schen sureties, to be approved of by the council, in such sum as 
they shall deem proper, which bond shall be conditioned for the 
security, faithful keeping and disbursment of all monies coming 
Into his hands, pursuant to the direction of the council. 

Sac. 15. The president, vice president and nine councilmen 
*hall form a board of managers, two thirds of which shell form a quo-
ram for the transaction of business, the council shall receive and 
determine upon all applications for membership and subscriptions 
for stock, and no person shall be admitted to become a member or me w°  foi.ni  
stockholder without the consent of all composing the board of board of MAW 

managers. The council shall determine and arrange all business 
for the corporation, both financial and industrial, and shall have 
power to make such rules, regulations, and by laws for the govern- 
ment of the members as they may deem proper; Provided camp, Proviso. 
That said rules, regulations and by laws shall be approved by a

tnajority of the members; And Provided also, That said rules, 
regulations and by laws shall in no way conflict with the provisions 

of this act, or with the laws of this Territory. The council shall 
have power to remove the secretary or treasurer, or any member 
of their board,by a vote of three fourths of all the members com-
posing the board, for neglect or mismanagement of his official 
duties. The council shall in case of such removal call a meeting 
of the members and stockholders to fill the vacancy occasioned by 

such removal. 
Annual meet- SEC. 16. There shall be annual meetings of the members and 
log of stock- 
holders, 	stockholders on the first Monday of December in each year, at 

which time a settlement shall be made with each member; previous 

to, and preparatory for which meeting, the council shall make or 

cause to be made an assesment and appraisal of all property, real 

and personal belonging to the Phalanx, and if said appraisal shall 

exceed the cost and last appraisal of said property, the increase 

shall be divided as follows: one-fourth shall be credited as a divi. 

dend to stock in proportion to the time such stock has been paid 

in since the last appraisal. The remaining three-fourths shall be 

credited to labor in such manner as the by-laws shall determine. 

The amount due each member or stockholder upon settlemetvt, 

shall be paid in money or stock, as the council shall determine,but 

the kind of payment shall be alike to all. It shall be the duty of 

the cotthcil to transact all business of the corporation not other-

wise provided for. 
Public school Sac. 17. The council shall establish a public school in which 
to be establish- 
ed, 	 shall be taught all the different branches of science, usually 

taught in the common schools of the Territory, which school shall 
be open and free to the children of all the members of the corpo-
raticn, and shall be continued nine months in each year. All 
teachers of the arts and sciences except those hereinafter excep-

ted, shall be paid asfollows, viz: Three-forths of the amount shall 

be deducted annually from the amount credited to capital, and 

one fourth from the amount credited to labor, previous to the indi-

vidual settlement with the members and stockholders. 
SEC. 18. There shall always be a free toleration of religious 

opinion, and every member, shall be protected in his or her rev- 
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grous bast, and no member of the corporation shrill eSer WifIX-

ed without his or her consent, for the support of any minister or 

teacher of religion. 

SEC. 19. 'Phis act may be altered, amended, or repealed at 

any time by the legislature of the Territory of Wisconsin. 

Else. 20. This act shall take effect from and after its passage. 
APPROVED, Fcbrua y .:6, 1845. 

AN ACT to provide for the payment to the county 
of Dane, the sum therein mentioned. 

Be it enacted by the Council and House of Representatives of 
Site Territory of Wisconsin: 

SECTION 1. The sum of two thousand six hundred and sixteen 

dolltus isbereby appropriated and allowed to the county of Dane, Amount ap-
being the amount expended by said county, in the completion of propriated. 

the capitol, payablq out of any money in the territorial treasury: 
Provided, That the said sum shall be paid to the board of court- prov iso , 

ty commissioners of the county of Dane, and shall by them be ap-

propriated exclusively for the purpose of building an academy in 

the village of Madison; the territory being by the payment of said 

sum, fully discharged from all liability to said Dane county for the 

money thus expended. At the next annual election the voters of 

Dane county may vote for or against the above act; and if a majority 

of those voting upon the question, shall vote for said apt, then 

said act shall take effect; and not before that time: Provided proviso. 
that Augustus A. Bird, the contractor, with the county of Dane, 

for completing the capitol, shall receive as a part of the sum above 

appropriated, the sum of four hundred dollars, the amount recom-

mended by the county commissioners of said county, to be allow-

ed to him, and the said county shall receive the balance of said 

appropriation, and the said Bird shall be entitled to receive tho said 

sum allowed to him from the territorial treasury without any au-

thority from tile:county of Dane therefor.
