ney, the engineer employed for that purpose, by the commission-
ers appointed by an act entitled * anact to provide for carrying
inta effect an act of Congress entitled ‘an act granting a section
of land for the imprevement of Grantriver at the town of Potosi,
in Wisconsin Territory, approved June 15th, 1844,”” approved
