AN ACT

To amend an act entitled, “an act to incerpo-
rate the city of Milwaukee.”

Be it enacted by the Council and House of Representatives
of the Territory of Wisconsin:

Secrion 1. At each annual election hereafter to be held
in the city of Milwaukee, as provided by the act to which this
is amendatory, there shall be elected in the same manner,
and for the same term as the mayor of the said city is now
elected, one treasurer, one city attorney, and one marshal;
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and there shall also be elected in each ward in said city, at

the same time, in the same manner, and for the same term

that aldermen are now elected in the several wards, three as-

sessors, one constable, and one street inspector.

Sec. 2. The officers whose election is provided for in the Powers and
