AN ACT

To amend the act entitled ¢ An act to authorize
a further sale of the canal lands, and for other
purposes.

Be it enacted by the Council and House of Representatives
of the Territory of Wisconsin:

Secriox 1. That the register and receiver shall cancel
and release all mortgages in their hands, executed to the ter-
ritory of Wisconsin, by any purchaser, in pursuance of the
act hereby amended ; and no mortgage shall be required to
he given by any purchaser under said act, either upon lands
heretofore sold, or upon those which may hereafter be sold.
The register and receiver shall deliver all patents issued on
sales heretofore made, to the persons entitled thereto, on the
surrender of the original certificate of sale; and all mortga-
ges in the hands of the register and receiver, executed to the
territory under acts passed prior to the year 1845, shall be
cancelled and released on the payment ¢f one dollar and
twenty-five cents per acre upon the lands embraced in said
mertgages, including payments hefetofore made. thereon.
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Skc. 2. The register and reteiver shall proceed to sell all Canal lands
the lands granted to the territory of Wisconsin to aid in the ,‘;f,’,‘;" to be
construction of the Milwaukee and Rock river canal which
remain unsold, agreeably to the provisions of the act hereby
amended ; the first sale shall take place on the first Monday
of June next, and public notice thereof shall be given for
three months prior to said day of sale, in two weekly news-
papers printed in the county of Milwaukee.

SEc. 3. Section seventeen of the act hereby amended,
and so much of the first section as relates to the prohibition
of a sale by act of congress is hereby repealed.

Sec. 4. This act shall take effect from and after its pas-

sage.
