AN ACT to authorize the county of Rock to raise money to pay the
scrip of said county, issued and hereafter to be issued for boun-
ties to volunteers, and to legalize the action of the county board
of supervigors of said county.

ings of said board, on the 8th and 18th days of Au-
gust, A. D. 1862 : provided, that such scrip, exclusive

Said board shall, in the manner above
Feb. 1,186+  provided, levy a tax sufficient for the purpose aforesaid,
to pay said scrip in full on the first day of February,
A. D. 1864, and also provide for the collection of said

' case said board shall deem it expedient to raise a por-
tion of the money for said serip earlier than the day
last aforesaid, said board are hereby authorized and
empowered to provide for the payment of such portion
thereof as they may think advisable, by a tax to be
levied as aforesaid, in the year (4.

board authorized and empowered the treasurer of said
county to issue said scrip, are hereby declared to be
