CHAPTER 23.

AN ACT to create a new paragraph of subseetion (17) of sec-
tion 20.17 of the statutes, relating to the Industrial Home
for Women, and making an appropriation.

SkEcTioN 1. There is added to subsection (17) of section
20.17 of the statutes a new paragraph to be numbered and to
read: (20.17) (17) (g) On July 1, 1920, not to exceed twenty-
two thousand dollars, for carrying out the various provisions
and purposes of paragraphs (e) and (d) of this subsection;
this additional appropriation may be used for any one or more
or for all of the purposes of said paragraphs; and in case any
saving is effected in any allotment or allotments made by para-
graphs (¢) or (d), such saving may be transferred to any other
allotment or allotments of either paragraph.
