To the Honorable the Legislature: 

Attached is the report from the Safety and Buildings 
Division on the inspection of schools throughout 
Wisconsin constructed prior to 1930. 

As part of this school inspection program, the 
Division inspected 462 schools in the fall of 1988. Those 
inspections resulted in letters of instruction and 
ultimately orders being sent to school districts instructing 
them to bring the buildings up to code by September 1, 
1989. During the summer, reinspections were made to 
assess progress made in correcting the violations. It 
became apparent at the time that not all school districts 
would have all the work completed by September I, 
1989. 

A second round of reinspection was begun after 
September I and was completed on October 20. I am 
pleased to report the schools have made substantial 
progress toward correcting the code violations. The 
results of those inspections are contained in the attached 
report and are outlined in the Executive Summary. 

During the process of reinspections, approximately 
28 additional school buildings were discovered with 
construction dates prior to 1930. We are proceeding with 
the inspection and the compliance procedures with these 
schools. While they are mentioned in the attached 
report, they are not part of our statistical data. 

This report focuses on the progress the school 
districts have made to date and includes a plan that the 
Division will follow to ensure that all buildings are 
brought into compliance.
