A Proclamation

I, Tommy G. Thompson, Governor of the State of
Wisconsin, pursuant to Article 1V, Section 11 and Article
V. section 4 of the Constitution of Wisconsin, do amend
Exccutive Order #67 (dated 9/29/89), #70 (dated 10/10/
89). #72 (dated 11/6/89), #77 (dated 12/15/89), #18
(dated 12/20/89) and #83 (dated 1/29/90) which required
the convening of a special session of the Legislature at the
Capitol in Madison on Tuesday, October 10, 1989 at
10:30 a.m., by adding to its business consideration and
action upon the following specific legislative business:

I. To cnact legislation relating to the substitution of
judges.

2. To cnact legislation relating to community-based
¢fforts Lo prevent drug and alcohol abuse and making an
appropriation.

3. To cnact legislation relating to drug paraphernalia.

4. To enact legislation relating to providing debt service
aid to school districts and making appropriations.

5. To enact legislation relating to the distribution of
lottery proceeds, creating a lottery property tax reliel
credit, raising the rate of the one-time school property
tax credit and making appropriations.

6. To cnact legislation relaling to creating a levy
