We have completed an evaluation of the Department
of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection’s Cenler
for International Agribusiness Marketing, as required by
s. 93.42, Wis. Stats. The Legislature established the
Center in 1985 to promote the growth of Wisconsin
agricultural businesses and required the Legislative
Audit Burcau to evaluate the Center's efforts after five
years of operation.

The Center is meeting its lcgislative mandate lo
provide a range of export development services 1o
Wisconsin agricultural businesses. Our interviews with
center clients also indicate general satisfaction with
services and the perception among some clients that
services helped increase sales.

We nole several improvements the Center could take
1o better mect established performance goals. We
include recommendations to complete long-term
planning efforts, improve documentation of technical
assistance scrvices, and improve the distribution of
individual trading opportunities.

Over the last three years, the Department instituted
many changes to improve its processing of complaints
and reduce its backlog of complaints. However, sta(T still
take an average of 23 months (0 process complaints
which are closed after commencement of formal
disciplinary action and an average of ten months to
process complaints which are closed after investigation.
The Department needs to establish optimum standards
for each stage of complaint processing and devclop a
plan for achieving standards and measuring
performance.

The Department also nceds to better coordinate
efforts in regulating unlicensed practice and to truack the
status of complaints of individuals practicing without
licenses. Finally, the Department necds to continue its
cfforts to develop and implement a system to track
revenue and expenditure information by profession and
use this information in sctting and monitoring license
and examination fees.
