I am pleased to submit to the Governor and to the 
Legislature the 1989 "Detailed Guide to Wisconsin 
Hospitals." This report consolidated the "Annual 
Hospital Directory and Fact Book" previously prepared 
by the Center for Health Statistics, Division of Health, 
and the statutory report prepared by the Office of Health 
Care Information in 1989 entitled "Revenue and 
Expenses for Wisconsin Hospitals (1987-1988)." 

The inclusion of hospital revenue and expense 
information in the detailed guide fulfills the statutory 
requirement contained in s. 15135(2), Wis. Stats., to 
provide "comparisons, among hospitals, of increases or 
decreases in gross revenue, net revenues, revenues and 
expenditures."
