To the Honorable, the Assembly:

Upon request of the Wisconsin Arts Board, we have
completed a review of the Board’s general fiscal
procedures and management of the Arts Challenge
Initiative (ACI) program. In fiscal year 1992-93, the ACI
program will provide $1 million in grants to arts
organizations throughout the state, making it the
Board’s largest single grant program.

Overall, we found the general fiscal procedures used by
the Board to be sound. We also found grants have been
made appropriately under the ACI program. To assist
the Board’s ongoing efforts to increase accountability
over funds distributed, we suggest several options which
the Board could use to verify financial information
submitted by local arts organizations.

The audit report includes no major findings, conclusions,
or recommendations, and in our judgment, is not likely
to be of interest to most members of the Legislature.
