To the Honorable the Legislature:

The Council on Recycling was created by 1989
Wisconsin Act 335 and given broad responsibilities to
advise and assist the Governor, Legislature, state
agencies and local units of government in the
implementation of the programs related to solid waste
reduction, recovery and recycling.

The Council has met twice since the appointment of
members in November. Those meetings have been
largely devoted to bringing the membership up to date on
the implementation efforts of the various agencies and
authorities who have responsibilities under the recycling
law. At our last meeting on February 5, 1991, the
Council approved a motion which they asked me to
formally relay to the Legislature.

In a report on the DNR’s Waste Reduction and
Recycling Demonstration Grant Program, the Council
was made aware that current law, s. 159.25(5Xb), Wis.
Stats., state that an applicant may receive only one grant.
Apparently this language is interpreted to mean that
eligible applicants -- a municipality, public entity, private
business or nonprofit organization -- may be awarded
only one grant during the life of this program. The
Council feels that, by eliminating an applicant who has
received a previous award and who has thus proven his
or her expertise, the objective of this program to
encourage innovative technologies for waste reduction
and recycling is thwarted. Therefore the Council on
Recycling recommends that this provision be deleted
from the law. In addition, the Council recommends that
the amount allocated for this program be increased from
the current $1 million per year to enable the DNR to
award more grants to test creative and original recycling
and waste reduction ideas.
