regarding education reform in the following subject 
areas: 

1. Legislation relating to the recommendation of 
the Commission on Schools for the 21st Century, 
granting rule-making authority and making 
appropriations. 

2. Legislation relating to statewide pupil 
achievement tests and making an appropriation. 

3. Legislation relating to the pupil minimum 
competency testing program. 

4. Legislation relating to audits of school 
districts' compliance with the state education 
standards. 

5. Legislation relating to providing assistance to 
low-performing school districts by the State 
Superintendent of Public Instruction. 

6. Legislation relating to grants to high-
performing or improving school districts and making 
an appropriation. 

7. Legislation relating to contracts for children-
at-risk services. 

8. Legislation relating to a statewide pupil data 
base.
