Appendix to Senate Bill 372
Public Policy Involved

Elected officials commence their term of office on a
date specified by law which may be other than a calendar
year basis. For judges, their term of office commences on
August 1 following election. Accordingly, earnings in
the last calendar year of judicial employment would not
normally qualify as one of the high years of earnings for
purposes of determining the final average earnings. This
bill would maximize the earnings actually received by
judges for final average salary purposes.

One policy question that could be raised by this
legislation is the precedent that it may set for other
subgroups of WRS participants who normally
commence cmployment or regularly receive salary
increases on a basis other than a calendar year. This
change for judges would require additional
administrative costs and procedures by the WRS, and
such costs could become substantial if special earnings
periods were applied to other subgroups of employees.
One possible alternative might be to determine judicial

earnings on a fiscal year basis which is now applied to
teachers--administrative procedures now used for about
one-third of the WRS membership.

Recommendation
