This report from the State of Mtonsin Investment Board
(SWIB) describes our plan tovest between $1.1 and $2.4
billion in Wisconsin over the next five years.

In 1985 Wsconsin Act 53 the Governor and Legislature
encouragedSWIB to make investments in \igconsin,
consistentvith the purpose of the funds which we manage.
The law provides that each biennium SWIB is to submit a
five—yearplan for investment in the stat&he plan reflects
advicefrom the Department of Development (DOD) as to the
typesof investments which are likely to have theeatest
impacton the stats’economic development.

For the two years which ended June 30, 198éw
investmentsn Wisconsin totalled $1.3 billion. This level
significantly exceededour goal of $470 million to $950

million for that period. Several special programs contributed

to our investmentsn state. Under the Mtonsin Bank

Program,we purchase certificates of deposit issued by
qualifiedbanks and thrifts. Our private placements program

makesdirect loans at market rates to creditworthigd@nsin
businessesWe are a shareholder in a number aédnsin
companiesand participated in the initial publicfefings of
stockof several firms during the last two years.

These investments include companies which are
headquartereith Wisconsin as well asusinesses which have
a significant portion of their operations in this statee Wil
continue to foster investment in 1Aconsin through
cooperationwith the DOD, close ties with \tonsin
financial institutions and by participation in various
directoriesof financing resources.
