Further
thebill authorizes WHEDA to issue bonds necessary to make
up to $50 million in loans for stadium construction.

| fully support this bill and have welcomed most of the
amendmentsto my original proposal. Howeverthe
Legislatureadopted several modifications to the bill that, if
notvetoed, either will unduly constrain the operations of the
district or could be ruled unconstitutionalhe partial vetoes
in this bill are meant to ensure that the district board has the
flexibility to complete the new stadium time and within
budget.

Section51 (as it relates tappointment of a minority group
representativéo the district board by the Governor) requires
thatat least one of the district board members appointed by the
Governor be from a minority group as defined under
§560.036(1) (f). While I fully support the intent of this
provisionand intend to appoirdt least one minority group
memberto the board, | am partially vetoing this section
becausé may be unconstitutional.
