GOVERNOR'S VETO MESSAGE

Decembe, 1995
To the Honorable Members of the Assembly:

| have approvedssembly Bill 557as1995 Wsconsin Act
113and deposited it in the @fe of the Secretary of State.

The signing of this bill marks the conclusion oflengthy
period of debate about funding for critical transportation
improvementprojects and local transportation needs.
forwardedtwo separate revenue and spending proposals to the
Legislatureto address these needs in the 199%i6@nium.
Theseproposalsncluded increases in user fees to address
declining federal highway aid and increasing multimodal
statetransportation needs and to provide property tax relief
throughincreases in thstate share of local transportation
costs. Ultimately, the Legislature chose not to approve the
userfee changes | recommended and decided to substantially
increasehe use of bonding to make more cash available in the
shortterm while substantially increasing our debt obligations
overthe long term.

| respect the Legislatuse’eforts to do more withfewer
dollarsin the operations of the Department oéiisportation.

| also applaud the resourceful reallocation of dwindling
federaldollars toward critical highway rehabilitati@fforts.

But | cannot approve the extensive use of borrowing to
support a transportationprogram that we cannot fafd
without changes to federaind state transportation user fee
revenudevels.

Thetransportation bill | am signing is balanced and through
my vetoes relies less on borrowing. Howevetontinues to
be a bill that does not adequately provide for long tetate
andlocal transportation needs. It will result significant
delaysin completing the critical backbone element of the
Corridors2020 plan and reduce the number of miles of state
and local roads and streets that will be rehabilitated.

Theseissues cannot be ignored. In the ngnnium, it is
anticipatedthat even more demands, particularly with the
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Milwaukeefreeway system, will ariseThe dificult resource
decisionsfaced in this biennium remain and muse
addresseth 1997-99.

Total spending under this bill will be $1,497.5 millionfiscal
year1995-96 and $1,510.5 million in fiscal year 1996-97.
Net spending from segregated transportation ftencenue *
will be $959.6 million in fiscal year 1995-96 Ga3% .
increase)and $964.7 millionin fiscal year 1996-97 (an
increaseof 0.5%), for a total of $1.9 billion. Spending for
operationglecreases to reflect a 5.9% reduction in spending
from base.

This bill increases state aid to local governments for e
transportation—-relatedosts by 3% annually for calendar
years 1996 and 1997. The share of the state funded
transportatiorbudget allocated to local road aidsreases
over3% under this bill. Othe other hand, the non—highway
operations (State Patrol, Motor éhicles and general
departmenbperations) sharef the budget declines almost
8%. Funding for accelerating the Highw&@@ project is
included to ensure thathis key transportation artery is
completecby December 31, 2000.

| am signing this bill with a total ofllvetoes. Some of these
vetoes are technical innature and clean up conflicting
languageor drafting problems. Other vetoes establish more
reasonablaimelines for the several new one-timaports,
studiesor legislative approvals created tye Legislature for
the Department of flansportation. | have continued to
recognizethe importance of theseports by requesting a later
completiondate in the veto message.

The partial vetoes | am executing will also provide more |
funding for statehighway rehabilitation ébrts through the
revenue certification procedure included in the bill.
Assumingno change irturrent revenue estimates, my vetoes e
will increase fundingor highway rehabilitation by over
$1,900,000n fiscal year 1996-97. This funding will hetlp
offset the minimal increases provided in the bill for this
crucialprogram.

We need to face the reality that our transportation system has
critical needs that require long—tesulutions. | have téred ¢
proposaldo address these needs. | look forward to the time
whenwe can face thdifficult decisions and resolve them. It

is my hope that some of thprovisions included in this bill,
particularly the creation of a transportation finance study
committee can generate the consensus necessary to address
theseissues. Sustaining our economic vitality demands that
we continue to make prudent investments in transportation
infrastructure.

A summary of the major provisions of the transportation
budgetbill follows:

Local Assistance

¢ Increases general transportation aid to counties,
municipalitiesand towns by 3% annually

¢ Replaceghe statutory requirement to support 42%
local transit costs with five-tiered formula (Milwaukee,
Madison Waukesha, citiesver 50,000 in population and
cities under 50,000 in population) that witirovide,
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within each tier a uniform percentage of combined
federaland state support for local transit costs.

Increasesunding for elderly and disabled transportation
assistancey 11% in fiscal year 1995-96.

Increaseshe county forest road ardte per mile by 50%.

Allocates $500,000 SEG in fiscal year 1996-97 to
acceleratecompletion of improvements #te Fond du
Lac County airport.

Stateand Local Highways

Provides$33 million to accelerate completion of the
Highway 29 expansion by December 31, 2000.

AuthorizesDOT to supplement highway rehabilitation
costs associated with building a new stadiuin
Milwaukee.

Requiresthat any additionaltransportation user fee
revenuesabove thosestimated in this bill be used for
highwayrehabilitation projects.

Other Provisions

Reduceglepartmenbperations budgets by $32 million
overthe biennium.

Eliminates40.0 FTE vacant positions associated with
highwaydesign and production functions.

DirectsDOT to request federal funding for replacement
of the Main Street Bridge in Green Bay

Establishesa joint executive-legislative committee to
studypossible transportation revenue sources.

Requeststhe Legislative Audit Bureato conduct a
performance evaluation of all DOT programs by
Septembelf, 1996.

Establishes pilot program for furnishing a private firm
with uniform trafic citation and accident records.

Prohibits the use of photo radar speed detection
equipmentto determine compliance with state or local
speedestriction laws.

ASSEMBLY BILL 557
ITEM VET OES

Bonding Authorization for Major Highway
Projects

Sections 1 [asit relatesto s. 20.395 (3) (br)] and 57

Section57 increases the revenue obligation limit for
transportatioradministrative or operating facilitiesd

for major highway projects to reflect anticipated bond
issuesover the next two to four years. Section 1 [as it
relates to s20.395 (3) (br) includes the appropriation
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that authorizes the expenditure of proceeds generated
from the issuance of revenue obligation bonds for major
highway development projects. Although there is no
languagen the bill that authorizes this increase, funding
for this purpose was included in a Committee of
Conferencamotion.

Therevenue obligation limit and appropriation level in
the bill reflect actions by the Legislature to provide
$40,000,000in additional revenue bonding authority
over the 1995-97 biennium to replace anticipated
decreasesn federal highway aid. | object to this
increaséan bonding authority because it does rajftect
soundfiscal management of the transportatiomd.
This additional bonding authority contributes to
increasingthe shareof the major highway program
fundedfrom revenuéond proceeds from the historical
55% to almost 75%. Furthermore, thsdditional
amountof borrowing for infrastructure projects presents
problemsfor future transportation budgets. Prudent
financial management demands tlught be balanced
with suficient revenues. Replacing declining federal
aid primarily with bond proceeds will divert limited
future transportation fund revenuts debt service. By
vetoing the revenue obligation lingstablished under s.
84.59(6) and writing in a smaller amount that deletes the
$40,000,000ncrease in bonding authorityam vetoing
theincrease of the revenue obligation limBy vetoing
the Department of fansportatiors appropriation under
5.20.395 (3) (brjand writing in a smaller amount that
deleteshe $20,000,000 SEG-S funding in each fiscal
year of the 1995-97 biennium, | am vetoing the
authorizatiorto expend proceeds of revenue obligations
issuedunder this increase in the revenue obligation
limit. | am also requesting the Department of
AdministrationSecretary not to allot these funds.

Based on final Federal HighwayAdministration
estimatesWisconsin will receive approximately $330
million in federal highway assistance for federal fiscal
year1995-96. This $10 million increase above the
amountestimated in the bifurther reduces the need and
rationalefor this additional borrowing. DOT plans to
allocatethis funding to the major highway program in
orderto replace the borrowing | have vetoed.
Reserve

State Highway Rehabilitation

Accounts
Section 57m

This section creates two reserve accountsthe
transportatiorfund from which funds may be expended
subjectto the approval of and release by the Joint
Committee on Finance. One reserve accoust
establishedh the amount of $15,000,0@EG and may
be used to supplement the state highway rehabilitation
appropriation under s. 20.395 (3)(cq) either for
infrastructurework related to a new stadium for the
Milwaukee Brewers or for construction activities
relatingto rehabilitatiorof the East-\&st Freeway from
downtownMilwaukee to Vukesha. The otheeserve
accountis established in the amount of $13,349,000
SEGannually for fiscal years 1995-96 and 1996-97 and
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may be used to supplemetite East-Wst Freeway
rehabilitationproject. This section also prohibits DOT
from using any funds in addition to those set aside in
thesereserve accounts for either of these projewith

the exception of funds received under a federal
demonstratiorgrant. This section sunsets on J30e
1999.

| am partially vetoing this section to remove Joint
Committeeon Finance oversight of the reserve account
funding for the infrastructurevork related to a new
stadium because the oversight would delay
implementatiorof this crucial project. Theegislature
hasthoroughly reviewed the need for a new stadioam
Milwaukee and recognizes that the project must be
completedwithin a short period of time. The state’
commitmentis clear and this veto will allow DOT to
proceedwith the infrastructure improvements necessary
to meet the aggressive timetables established for
completionof the stadium construction project.

Transportation Financing Committee and
Study

Section 9155 (3y)

This section requires the Department ochfisportation

to create a joint legislative—executive bramcimmittee

to study transportation financing. The committee will
consistof three members appointed by the Department
of Transportation Secretary and one member each
appointedoy the majority and minority leaders of each
house.The committee is chged with making findings,
conclusionsand recommendations regarding revenue
sourcesfor transportation, the impact of fiifent tax
ratesof states on border area retailers, and state and local
revenuesources for mass transit and alternafiveding
formulasfor mass transit aid.

| am partially vetoing this section to remove the July 1,
1996 deadline for submitting theeport because |
believethe committee wilheed more time to address
thesesignificant issues. Instead, | am requesting the
committeeto submit its report by December 1, 1996. |
fully support this dbrt and look forward to receiving
the proposals of the committee.

Tax Exemption for Railroad Rolling Stock
Sections 40t, 40u, 40v, 40w, 40x, 9348 (3xg) and 9448

Thesesections establisan exemption from the state
utility tax for railroad rolling stock, beginning with taxes
paid in May 1997. | am vetoing these provisions
becausewhile | remain fully committed to a thriving
rail transportation sectordo not believe an exemption
from state utility taxes is appropriate in this case and
may establish a poor precedent for otheronomic
sectors. My continuing commitment to rail programs is
evidenced by the funding allocated from the
transportatiorfund for freightrail service preservation,
freight rail infrastructure improvement loans, rail
crossingimprovementand maintenance aid and other
rail-highway crossingprograms. Funding related to
theseand other rail programs is equivalent to the $10
million in transportation fund revenues received from
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therailroad industry In future budgets, is my intention
thatthis revenue, includingroceeds from the utility tax
for railroad rollingstock, continue to be used for rail
developmenand rail crossing programs.

| recognize the economic needs associatéth
rebuildingthe railroad industry in our state and nation.
In keeping with the goal afnhancing the viability of the
rail transportation sectorl am requesting the
Department of Transportation Secretary and the
Departmentof Revenue Secretary to form a study
committee consisting of rail industry anghipping
representativeand state agency administrators and staf
to review taxes on railroads and the level of stafgport
for rail programs. This committee should make
recommendations regardingny modifications and
enhancementsecessary to address the competitiveness
of the railroad industry

High—CostBridge Program
Section 56m

This section defines a high—cost bridge and requires
DOT to administer a program for rehabilitatitiiese
bridges. DOT is prevented from encumbering funding
in an amounthat is less than the amounts listed for each
of the next 4 fiscal years beginning with fiscal year
1995-96without approvalbf the Joint Committee on
Financeunder a 14 day passive review process.

| am vetoing this provision because it limits the
department’dlexibility to address programmatic needs.
The department must beble to react quickly to
rehabilitationneeds on the state trunk highway system,
includingroadways and bridges. Earmarking fufats
specificelements of the system sefsamr precedent and
ignoresthe needfor maintaining and rehabilitating a
functionalsystem of highways and bridges.

Commuter Rail Study
Section 9155 (3tx)

This provision requires the Department of
Transportatiorto conduct a study otme feasibility of
extendingcommuter railservice between the cities of
Beloit and Janesville and the state of Illinois. DT
requiredto submit a report summarizititg findings and
recommendationso later than July 1, 1996.

| am partially vetoing this section to remove the
requirementhat DOT complete this study by July 1,
1996because the department may need additional time
to complete a study of this magnitude. Instead, | am
requestinghe Department ofransportatiorSecretary

to complete the study by December 31, 1996.

Fencing, Farm Crossing and Cattle Guard
Costs

Section 9146 (1)

Section9146 (1) directs the Commissioner of Railroads
to develop a plan fgphasing in state reimbursement of

100 percent of the costs incurred by railroads for
fencing,farm crossings, and cattle guards.

| am partially vetoinghis provision to eliminate the
requirementhat the plan includstate reimbursement of
100 percent of these costs because it limits the
Commissioner’slexibility in fashioning a reasonable
andeffective plan. The findings and conclusions of the
Commissioner'study may determine that this level of
reimbursement is not commensurate withthe
responsibilitiesof taxpayers in this area. This veto
ensuresthat the Commissioner can review the full
spectrunmof reimbursement options.

High—-SpeedRail Study
Section 57mm

The provision allocates $250,000 in each fiscal year of
the 1995-97 biennium from theOT appropriation for
multimodal transportation studies to fund a study of
high—speedail service in the southern transportation
corridorbetween Wéconsin and Minnesota. DOT may
not expend funds for this studynless matching funds
are received from Minnesota and the federal
government.

| am partially vetoing this section to eliminate the
allocationand source of funding for the study because it
limits the departmerd’flexibility in using this funding

for other multimodal studies in the event that Minnesota
andthefederal government do not provide the required
match. DOT is still required to perform and partially
fundthe study if funding from Minnesota and the federal
governmenbecomes available.
