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Please note that this amendment may be challenged as a private or local law.  Under
article IV, section 18, of the Wisconsin Constitution, legislation that is specific to any
person, place, or thing must be enacted as single–subject legislation unless the subject
matter relates to a state responsibility of statewide dimension and its enactment will
have direct and immediate effect on a specific statewide concern or interest.
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
