The Honorable, The Legislature:

As requested by the Joint Legislative Audit Committee, we
havecompleted an evaluation of the Milwaukee Areafinical
College(MATC) District. During fiscalyear (FY) 2001-02,
MATC enrolled 12,504 full-time equivalent (FTE)udents,
andits total operating expenditures were $152.0 million. It
received$29.2 million in generadnd categorical state aids, in
additionto revenue from local property taxes, tuition and fees,
andcontracts to provide specialized training.

Uncertainty about MATC’s financial status led to the
attachmentof a “negative outlook” to its debt rating in
December2001, inpart because of a projected general fund
budgetdeficit of $3.5 million. Thalistrict was able to eliminate
the deficit and ended FY 2001-02 with a surplus of $784,000.
Becausef thesurplus and the level of reserve funds the district
was able to maintain, the negative outlook was removed in
