This report istransmitted as required by 20.002 (1)(f),
Wisconsin Statutes, (for distributiorto the appropriate
standingcommittees under $3.172 (3) Wisconsin Statutes)
and confirms that the Departmemtf Administration has
found it necessary to utilize the “temporary reallocation of
balances’authority provided by this section @nder to meet
paymentresponsibilities and cover resulting negative cash
balancegluring the month of August 2009.
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The cash deficit in the Injured Patients and Compensation
Fundwas due to the transfer of $200 million to the Medical
Assistancerlrust Fund pe2007 Wsconsin Act 20andthe
pendingliquidation of fundsecurities necessary tdsst this
shortfall. The cash deficit in the Permanent Endowment Fund
wasdue to the dference between the deposit of $307 million
in bond proceeds and a $309 million transfer to the Medical
Assistancelrust Fund.

The General Fund, Medical Assistanceu3t Fund, Injured
Patientsand Families Compensation Fund, Utility Public
Benefits Fund, Permanent Endowment Fund, Mediation
Fund, and Dry Cleaner Environmental Response Fund
shortfalls were not in excess of the statutory interfund
borrowinglimitations and did not exceed thalances of the
fundsavailable for interfund borrowing.

The distribution of interest earnings to investment pool
participantds based on the averadaily balance in the pool
andeach fund share. Therefore, the monthly calculation by
the StateControllets Ofice will automatically reflect the use
of these temporary reallocations of balaaa¢hority and, as

a result, the funds requiring the use of the authority will
effectivelybear the interest cost.
