2. Form, Style and Placement in Administrative Code

a. SECTIONS 2 and 3 of the proposed rule should be divided into six separate treatment
SECTIONS, shown in the following sequence:

(1) To amend s. SPS 180.02 (intro.).

(2) To renumber and amend s. SPS 180.02 (1m) (intro.). The SECTION would be shown
as follows: SECTION 3. SPS 180.02 (1m) (intro.) is renumbered SPS 180.02 (1m) and
amended to read: (Im) “Automated external defibrillator” mreans—a-defibrilator—device
to-which—all-of the following—apphrhas the meaning given in s. 440.01 (1) (ad), Stats.

(3) To repeal s. SPS 180.02 (1m) (a) to (c).
(4) To amend s. SPS 180.02 (3m).

(5) To repeal s. SPS 180.02 (6).

(6) To amend s. SPS 180.02 (8) and (11).

b. The treatment clause for SECTION 2 of the proposed rule identifies s. SPS 180.02 (4) as
being amended, but no text is shown to revise that provision. If any amendments are intended, the

text should be inserted in the proper sequence and be shown with any intended strikethroughs and
underscoring.

c. In the rule summary, a heading and entry should be inserted for the analysis and
supporting documents used to determine the effect on small business. [s. 1.02 (2) (a) 9., Manual.]
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5. Clarity, Grammar, Punctuation and Use of Plain Language

a. Ins. SPS181.01 (1) (c) and (4) (a) 2. f., consider revising both instances of the word
“appropriate” from the current text to the word “applicable”, in order to be more precise. The use

of the word “appropriate” implies a degree of discretion in determining which circumstance
applies.

b. In SECTION 7 of the proposed rule, the words “Administrative” and “Register” should
be capitalized.
