ORDER OF THE WISCONSIN STATE BOARD OF NURSING
ADOPTING, AMENDING OR REPEALING RULES

Pursuant to authority vested in Wisconsin State Board of Nursing by
section 149,01(3) ¥Wis, Stats., the board hereby repeals, amends, and adopts rules

as follows:

Section N, 2,06 (3), (b), 1, b, of the Wisconsin Administrative Code is amended
to read:

N 2.06 (3), (b), 1, by, X-ray of chest using 1l x 17 £ilm (70 mm. film may be
substituted provided all suspicious reports are followed by 1L x 17) upon admission;
if the intracutaneous test and x-ray upon admission indicate possible tuberculosis,
an x-ray shall be taken each six months thereafter until the student is declared
free of any possible signs of tuberculosis, If the intracutaneocus test and x-ray
upon admission are negative, the test shall be repeated at six month intervals,

A final x-ray of the chest shall be taken upon completion of program.

Sections N 2,10 (1), (2), (3), (L), (5) and (7) of the Wisconsin Administrative
Code are amended to reads

N 2,10 EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS. (1) Purposes. Any institution in Wisconsin
seeking initial and continuing accreditation of a basic professional nursing
program shall include in its catalog a clearly defined statement of philosophy
and purpose which is realistic, educationally sound and socially acceptable, The
purposes should recognize the three-fold aspects which characterize education
in the development of the individual as a person, a citizen and a nurse, The
excellence of the program depends upon the extent to which the purposes are
understood and implemented, The graduate of the program is the professional
nurse who has mastered the beginning competencies of a nursing practitioner, He
is prepared to continue professional development through experience and education.
A professional nurse is one whos

(a) Uses logical thinking in making decisions,

(b) Is able to communicate his thoughts with sufficient clarity and
logic to be effective.

(¢) Has an appreciastion of aesthetic values.

(d) Appreciates the value of and takes initiative for hisconbtinuous
growbh and education.

(e) Has grown in his ability to identify moral issues in his personal
and professional life and uses ethical principles and spiritual resources to guide
his actions,

(f) Has an understanding of the principles governing the formation and
functioning of the basic sociological groups in our culture.

(g) Shows growth in his relations with other people and accepts both the
freedoms and the responsibilities involved in democratic living.

(h) Has some knowledge of the principles of democratic group processes which
enables him to contribute to the improvement of individual and community life,

(1) Manifests an appreciation of people who are different from himself in
cultural, racial, religious,economic, and national background.

(j) Possesses and demonstrates knowledge and skills which are needed in
common nursing situations.

(k) Understands physical and biologic principles sufficiently well to
maintain a safe environment for the welfare of all.
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(1) Has an understanding of effective ways for maintaining health in all
age groups.

(m) Has sufficient knowledge of the principles of growbth and development
to use them effectively in dealing with individuals and families.

(n) Has a sufficient understanding of the programs of commnity health
and welfare agencies to enable him to interpret their services to the patient
and family,
(o) Appreciates the heritage of nursing and assumes responsibility with
other members of his profession in contributing toward the advancement of nursing.
(2) Curriculum. The curriculum shall follow an organized pattern which
carries out the school's stated purposes. The minimum curriculum shall p ovide
for the acquisition ofs:

(a) A sound professional education; hence, provision shall be made to help the
student attain a reasonable degree of understanding and appreciation ofs:

l., Principles of physical and mental health as applied to the individual.

2, Growth and development of the individual in the social settinge.

3. Cultural patterns and social organization of the family and community.

o The effects of scientific research on improving living and health
conditions of people. '

5. Ethical and spiritual values which give meaning and dignity to
man and human relationships.

6. Aesthetic values in daily living.

(b) Personal abilities and social qualities which shall promote fitness
for active participstion in civie, health, and professional affairs; hence,
provision shall be made for:

1., Attainment of an acceptable command of spoken and written English.

2. The continued development of an individual with a personality
wholesome for a professional person.

3. The development of an awareness of local problems and activities
related to health and commnity welfare and beginning participation in them
insofar as is practicable.

Lh. Opportunity for each student to participate in and share respon-
s8ibility for student organizations and various social and special interest groups.
(¢) Knowledge of the health field; hence, provision shall be made for

the study ofs

1, Common health problems of society and society'!s method of dealing
with them, .

2, Various phases of health work: promotion and maintenance of health,
prevention, detection, and correction of defects; care during illness and
rehabilitation,

3. Physical, mental, spiritual, and emotional components of health
and health problems.

L. The role of nursing in the health field,

(d) Skills in nursing based on knowledge and understanding of individuals,
their common health problems, and nursing needs; hence, provision shall be made fore

1. Development of the ability to plan and give safe nursing care.

2. Application of the principles of growbh and development including
the dynamics of behavior.

3« Application of basic principles of nursing practice common to
various disease conditions, types of individuals, and age groups.

L. Opportunity to work with practitioners in related professional
health fields,

5. Opportunity to work with and direct auxiliary nursing personnel.

(e) #n understanding of what is involved in being a professionally re-
sponsible person: hence, provision shall be made for:

1. Activities designed to foster the development of a person who

assumed individual responsibility as a nurse in relation to society's welfare.
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2. Planned participation designed to foster the development of a
nurse who assumed group responsibilities with other members of his own
profession and related health fields.

(3) Curriculum components. (a) Area of Scientific Understanding - 330 hours.

1. Biological and physical sciences. Anatomy and physiolegy,
microbiology, chemistry and pharmacology shall be included. ‘

2. Positive health concepts. Growth and development, nutrition,
preventive medicine and rehabilitation shall be included.

(b) Area of Human and Cultural Understanding - 150 hours.,

1. Communication skills., There shall be emphasis on the technics of
listening, conversing, reading, writing, observing and empathizing.,

2. Socio-economic and psycological principles. There shall be
stress on cultural patterns, social organization on the family and community
levels, and dynamies of human behavior.

3. Ethical and spiritual values.

L. Aesthetics. |

(¢) Area of Nursing - Exclusive of laboratory experience - 450 hours.

In the laboratory experience there shall be emphasis on mental health concepts,
diet therapy, rehabilitation and teaching the patient and his family; the care
of patients with a variety of common diseases in all age groups; and working
with members of allied professions and with auxiliary personnel,

l, Fundamentals of nursing,

2. Medical Nursing. Tuberculosis, communicable disease, eye, ear,
nose, throat, orthopedic, urologic and gynoecologic nursing may be included,

3. Nursing of children.

L, Nursing of mothers and newborn.

5« Nursing of the mentally ill,

6, Surgical nursing., Fundamentals of nursing in the operating room
shall be included. Tuberculosis, communicable disease, eye, ear, nose, throat,
orthopedic, urologic and gynocologic mursing may be included, o

(d) Area of Professional Relationships and Respongibility - 70 hours.

1. Principles of leadership.

2. Historical development and current drends in nursing.

3. Legal aspects of nursing,

o Citizenship.

(4) OCurriculum Pattern. The faculty shall be responsible for developing
a curriculum pattern, Collegiate programs may deviate from the minimum standards
with the prior approval of the state board of nursing, A complete plan shall be
submitted for each new class admitted.

(a) The curriculum plan shall show the placement of courses and clinical
practice in each school year for each student, It shall show the number of
hours allotted to class and practice.

(b) A school shall demonstrate that its full time instructional personnel
is sufficient in number and quality to insure effective teaching and supervision
of students.

(¢) Time for study shall be taken into consideration in planning the
schedule for students,

(5) Clinical Field for Student Instruction, Nursing experience stated
in weeks shall represent an experience of not less than 20 hours per week
exclusgive of formal classes.

(a) Dietary Division - 2 Weeks. There shall be a daily average of l varied
therapeutic diets per student.

‘le Plan One. Daily experience shall include four varied dietary
modifications used in therapeutic and preventive situations. Each student
shall plan menus, consult with patients concerning diet, help patients to develop
a constructive attitude toward diet and study charts of the patients for whon

she plans diet.
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2« Plan Two. In lieu of the two weeks of dietary experience an
integrated experience may be given, correlating nuirition with clinical
courses., FPrior written approval of the Board is required.

(b) Medical Division - 2L Weeks. This experience shall include a
minimum of 8 weeks of general medical nursing., Experiences in approved
services for communicable diseases, tuberculosis and diet therapy may be
counted toward the fulfiliment of the total requirements in medical mursing as
well as practice in eye, ear, nose and throat, gynecologic, urologic and
orthopedic nursing.

(¢) Obstetric Division - 8 Weeks. This service should be segregated and
shall provide a minimum daily average of 10 mothers and their babies. This
experience shall include the care of 10 mothers in all stages of labor, the
post-partum period and care of the newborn. ,

(d) Operating room - 6 Weeks. This experience shall include scrubbing
and circulating for selected patients with a variety of conditjions,

(e) Pediatric Division - 12 Weeks., This service shall be segregated.

It shall provide a minimum daily average of not less than 15 patients. Of
this number not more than 2 patients with a tonsilectomy and adenoidectomy may
be included.

1., The student shall prepare and evaluate infant formmlas, and have
practice in meeting the nutritional needs of children in a variely of age groups.

2+« Each student shall be provided with practice in caring for
children in a variety of age groups.

3es Nursery school experience may be included,

(f) Public health - 8 Weeks.

1, If students are assigned for this experience, the following must
be mets

a. The educational program shall be gpproved by the Board.

b There shall be generalized experience in a family health service.

(g) Psychiatric Division - 12 Weeks.

: 1. Plan One. Experience in psychiatric nursing shall be in an
approved segregated service and in institutions where students have the opportunity
to function as members of the team with qualified persons in allied health
disciplines to meet the needs of the psychiatric patient.

2, Plan Two. If a faculty gives evidence that a well integrated
program of mental health is offered in relation to the student himself and the
care of patients throughout the program, L weeks may be credited toward the
psychiatric nursing experience., Prior written approval of the Board is required.

(h) Surgical Division - 2L Weeks.

1, This experience shall include general surgical nursing and
fundamentals of nursing in the operating room. It may include gynecologic,
urologic, orthopedic, and eye, ear, nose and throat nursing.

(7) Ward Conferences, Two hours of conferences, specifically related to

patients in the unit to which student has been assigned, are required.
