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ORDER OF THE DEP.ARl'MENT OF INSURANCE 

Adopting Rules 

Pursuant to authority vested in the Commissioner of Insurance by 
section 200.03 (2), Wis. state., the Commissioner of Insurance hereby 
adopts a rule as follows: 

Section Ins 2.18 of the Wisconsin Administrative Code is adopted 
to read: 

Ins 2.18 Exceptions to unfair discrimination. The following practices, 

without being all-inclusive, shall not be considered unfairly discriminatory 

as considered by sections 206.33 (1) and 207.04 (1) (g), Wis. State.: 

(1) Issuing life insurance policies or life annuity contracts on 

a salary savings, salary allotment, bank. draft" pre-authorized check, or 

payroll deduction plan or other similar plan at a reduced rate or with 

special underwriting considerations reasonably reJ~ted to the savings made 

by use of such plan. 

(2) Issuing life insurance policies or annuity contracts at premiums 

determined by rating plans which provide for modification of premiums based 

on the amount of insurance; but any such rating plans shall not result in 

reduction in premiums in excess of the savings reasonably related to the 

savings made by use of the plan. All cost factors must be given proper 

recognition in order to preserve etuity between various classes of 

policyholders. 

(3) Issuing so-called "family plan" life insurance policies which 

include insured l spouse, and their children with the premium calculated on 

the basis of the family unit. The rating plan must giVe recognition to 

all cost factors in order to preserve etuity between various classes of 
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(4) Issuing policies under the authority of sections 201.04 (3), (3a), 

(3b) or (30), 206.60~ 206.63, or 206.64, Wis. Statse, with the premium 

calculated on the basis of the average age of those insured or calculated 

in some other manner which 1s appropriate for the coverage offered. p 

provided that the rate must be reasonably related to the coverage provided 

and to the savings made by use of the rating procedure. 

(5) Issuing life insurance policies or life 84muity contracts at 

special rates or with special underwriting conSiderations, reasonably 

related to the savings made, in connection with: 

(a) Employe benefit trusts or plans conforming to the re,uirements 

of section 212.18 (31) (a), Wis. State. 

(b) Plans used to fund retirement benefits under the Federal 

Self -Employed Ind! viduals Tax Retirement Act of' 1962. 

(0) Plans used to fund retirement benefits for employes of certain 

organizations exempt from Federal income tax and public schools (so-called 

tax sheltered annuity plans). 

(d) Franchise life insurance provided under the provisions of 

section 206.64, Wis. State. 

The rule contained herein shall take effect on June 1, 1964, as 
provided in section 221.026 (1), Wisconsin Statu'tea.
