A closed season is established for each aspecies of wild animal and bixd
pamed herein extending during all the time of each year except the open season
period embraced within the specified dates, both inclusive. Uuch open seas..
shall apply to all of the area described in each looanlity sxcept us otherwise
provided in ehapters #C) 11 and #4CD 15, wWis. Adm. Code. Bbxcept as otherwise
expressly provided, no person shall take, catch, kill, hunt, pursue, shoot, or
trap any wild animsl or bird at eny time other than the open senson and the
established hunting hours therefor, nor in the open season in excess of the
daily bag limit designuted for each species or each locality, reepectively, nor
have any such protected wild animal or bird in his possession or under his cone
trol in excess of the possession limit.

wherever open and olosed seasons are defined by highways the boundary shall
be the center line of the highway, except as otharwise provided.

Wl 19,07 (2) The season for taking pheasants on shooting preserves shall begin
conourrent with the general pheasant season in the county or portion
thereof in which the preserve is located and shall end on the lust
day of February.

(7) (a) A1l shooting preserve signs posted around licensed shooting
preserve areas shall be purchased from the conservation
department.

l. wigne shall be plaged at intervals of not more than
4L0OO' along the boundary lines of such area, and in
addition, suoch boundary lines shsall be clearly defined
by at least one strand of wirej or

2. Wherever sugh boundary lines are not defined by one or
more strande of wire, the posting oi signs shall be at
intervala of not more than 200' nlong the boundary lines
of such areas.

(8) (b) All pheasants liberated shall be of high quality stock and
not less than 12 weeks of age. Upon written curtification
by the conservation department representative, listing the
number and varieties of pheasants stocked, or placed in
holding pens (see (@) below) and the date of such stocking
or holding, shooting preserve wing tags shall be furnished
by the conservation department at a cost of [ive cents each
t0o the liocensee at a ratio of ThHv of tha total birds certified.
i1l shooting preserve tags and tayg credits shall expire on
Maroh 1.

(e) lBaoch pheasant libernted shasll have affixed to it a gane
farm seal or shall be leg banded on the left leg prior
to liberation. Any shooting preserve shall be authorized
to retain and stock pheasants from an approved holding pen
provided such birds have been counted und banded on the left
leg and certified to by a conservation department representative.
Leg bandas will be provided by the commission at ocost. 'he
licensea agrees to stock all pheasants so retained.

The rules, amendments and repesls contained herein shsll take effect on
February 1, 1964,
