vaee1natlon~ Swine not ofticially vaccinated as prescribed in sub­

section (2) shall be admitted only if consigned and moved directly 

to a livestock market p dealer's premises, or public stockyard ap­

proved under title 9. part 16 t Cod. ot Pederal ~.gulatlons. Such 

swlne shall be vaccinated by the simultaneous injection ot modi­

fied live virus vaccine and at least 20 ea. of anti-hos cholera 

serum (or 10 cc. of antibody concentrate) or such larger amount as 

may be prescribed on the produot lab.l~ prior to removal trom the 

premisel.
