ORDER OF THE INDUSTRIAL COMMISSION 

Pursuant to authority vested In the Industrial Commission by 

Section 101.01 to 101.29 Wis. Stats,, the Industrial Commission hereby repeals­

creates and adopts rules as follows: 

Ind 57.005 Definitions. (1) The term mig;ant labor camp shall 

mean and include the site and all structures maintained as living 

quarters for 6 or more seasonal or migrant agricultural, Industrial or 

construction workers and for their dependents by any person or for him 

or under his control and supervision. This definition shall apply 

throughout Chapter ind 57. 

Ind 57.13 (4) as follows: 

(4) For summer occupancy of migrant labor camps between May I and 

October 15, the number of plumbing fixtures shall be provided as follows: 

(a) toilet for each 20 persons of each sex or fraction thereof. 

(b) urinal for each 40 man or fraction thereof. 

(c) lavatory for each 40 persons of each sex or fraction thereof. 

(d) shower for each 30 persons of each sex or fraction thereof. 

Repeal and recreate Ind 57. 17 (2) as follows: 

(2) Except that for summer occupancy of migrant labor camps between 

May I and October 15 incl~sive, every sleeping room shall be.of sufficient 

-~ize tQ afford at least 300 cubic feet oFatr s~ace f6r each occupant 

over 12 years of age. 

Repeal and rec_reate Ind 57. 19 (2) as follows: 

(2) Except ·that for summer occupancy of migrant labor camps between 



May 1 and October 15 inclusive, the aggregate areas of window sash and 

screened outside doors in every sleeping or living room shall be at 

least 7.5 percent of the floor area of the room, 

The ~ules contained herein shall take effect on the first day of 

the month following publication in the Wisconsin Administrative Code 

·as provided in Section 227.
