ORDER OF 'rHE DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE 
AMENDING RULES 

Pursuant to authority vested in the Department of Agriculture 

by sections 93.07 (1) and (10) and chapter 95~ Wis. State., the 

Department of Agriculture hereby amends rules as follows: 

Section Ag 10.35 (1) of the Wisconsin administrative code 

is amended to read: 

Ag 10.35 Bovine mastitis; detection and control. (1) Scree~­

~ng tests. Screening tests for the detection and control of 

bovine mastitis shall be conducted by the department on milk from 

all dairy herds every 4 months or as often as the department con-

siders necessary. Any test approved by the department for the 

testing of milk for mastitis may be used. Test results shall be 

reported to herd owners on all screening tests conducted on milk 

from their herds where test results indicate a mastitis problem. 

The rules contained herein shall take effect as provided in 

section 227.026, Wis. State.
