ORDER OF THE WATCHMAKING EXAMINING BOARD 
AlIJlENDING RULES 

Pursuant to authority vested in Watchmaking Examining Board by 
section 15.08 (5) Wis. Stats., and according to the procedure set forth in 
section 227.02 (l)(b) Wis. Stats., the secretary hereby amends rules as 
follows: 

Section Watch 1.01 Definitions of the WISCONSIN ADMINISTRATIVE CODE is 
amended to read: 

As used in these rules "statute" shall refer to sections 454.01 to 
454.09, Wis. Stats. "Board"shall mean the Wisconsin Watchmaking Examining 
Board. 

Section Watch 1.08 Applicant's affidavit of the WISCONSIN ADMINISTRATIVE 
CODE is amended to read: 

Applicants for certificates of registration by examination shall file with 
the board an affidavit that he or she has not violated any of the provisions of 
chapter 454, Wis. Stats., together with evidence of completion of an apprentice­
ship of 4 years or its equivalent in school training and practical experience. 
In deterrnining theequivalent of an apprenticeship of 4 years, 2 years of full 
time practical experience will be considered the equivalent of 1 year of 
apprenticeship and each ~ year of attendance in a watchmaking school will be 
considered the equivalent of 1 year of apprenticeship but not more than 3 years 
credit will be given for school attendance. 

Section Watch 1.14 No temporary permits of the WISCONSIN ADMINISTRATIVE 
CODE is amended to read: 

No authority being given in chapter 454, Wis. Stats., for issuing of 
temporary permits or licenses to engage in watchmaking, no such permits or 
licenses shall be issued. 

Section Watch 1.18 Reciproci ty (intro. pa'r.) of the WISCONSIN ADMINISTRATIVE 
CODE is amended to read: 

In granting reciprocity under section 454.06 (2), Wis. Stats., the 
following rules shall govern: 

Section Watch 1.20 Unethical conduct of the WISCONSIN ADMINISTRATIVE CODE 
is amended to read: 

"Unethical conduct" as used in sections 454.01 to 454.09 Wis. Stats., 
includes and means any conduct of a character likely toOmislead, deceive or 
defraud the public and specifically includes, without limitation because of 
enumeration; advertising in which untruthful or misleading statements are made; 
advertising of prices of watch repairing; advertising or giving watch crystals, 
watch parts, attachments or any article gratis or at less than cost; performance 
of any service in pursuance of such advertising; loaning of a certificate of 
registration to any person; failure to display the certificate of registration 
conspicuously at all times; representing that a watch has been cleaned although 
its major part s have not been disassembled and dirt and old oil completely

removed from the train whee1s, pivots, bearings, jewe1s and other parts; 
performance of any work upon a watch in an unworkman1ike or unski11ed manneri 
representing that certain services or parts are necessary or have been or wi11 
be used in the repair of a watch a1though such services or part s are not 
necessary or have not been used in such repairs; emp1oying, direct1y or 
indirect1y, any unregistered person to perform any watchmaking; or non-comp1iance, 
within 30 days, with the directive given in a written notice from the Board 
to terminate emp10yment of or with any person who is vio1ating any of the 
provisions of sections 454.01 to 454.09,Wis. Stats., or ru1es estab1ished in 
accordance therewith.
