Pursuant to authority vested in the State of Wisconsin Natural
Resources Board by Sections 23.09, 23,11, 27,01 and 28.02, Wis,
Stats., and Chapter 75, Laws of 1967, the State of Wisconsin Natural

Resources Board hereby repeals, amends and adopts rules as follows:
