DEPARTMENT OF INDUSTRY, LABOR AND HUMAN RELATIONS 

Pursuant.to authority vested in the Department of Industry, Labor and 
Human Re1ationB by sections 101.01 to 101.29, Wis. Stats., the Department 
of Industry, Labor and Human ~elations hereby amends, repeals, recreates, 
creates and adopts the rules of Wisconsin Administrative Code chapter Ind

Complete foundation and footing plans may be 
submitted for approval prior to submitting the building plans if the plot plan, 
itemized structural loads, complete foundation or footing design calculations 
and schematic floor plans are included showing exits, windows and other pertinent 
information. The following data shall be a part of or shall accompany all plans 
submitted for approval. Items (h) and (i) need not accompany foundation and 
footing plans sullmitted prior ~ final building plans.
