Chapter ITI' 1 

Definitions 

BTl' 1.01 Definition.,. The fo11owins are definitions for words, phrases 
and terms used in all ITl rulea:

BTl 2.01 Authorization, Pursuant to the authority granted by a. 40.84 (3). 

Stata •• the board promUlsataa this Chapter !TP 2 for the purpose of a.suring 
compliance with the legislativa intent to encourage career public .ervice through 
a prosram of intrastate retirement reciprocity t by permitting eamin.s and aervice 
under two or mora retirement proSrams to be uaed or combtn.4 for benefit coaputation 
and elisibility purpos.s under each retirement program. 

ETI' 2.02 E}.iSh,il,itle (1) This chapter applies only to a person who baa 
aome creditable aervice after November 29. 1913, under at least one retirement program 
and whose creditable service under all retirement progr... haa ter.1nated. 

(2) To Siva effeet to the concept of encourag:f.nl career public .ervice 
this chapter applies only to any period of cont:f.nuous creditable aervice under two 
or more retirement programs, but any interruption of such creditable aemee which 
last. le.s than three full calendar years ahall not be considered to break the 
continuity of such creditable service. 

(3) Thia chapter doea not apply to any period of creditable servic8 under 
a retirement program which preceded payment of a separation or withdrawal benefit 
or 81lIluity by that reU.re_nt prosram. 

(4) This chapter does not apply to any person who does not have at least 
three years of eaminlS under one retirement program except for purposea of estab­
lishinS eli8ibility for a diaability or death benefit. 

(1) The monthly rate of eam:f.nga 
to be applied to the appropriate forwula co.putationa under each retirement program

(2) A person to whom this chapter applies shall be eligible for a formula 
annuity computation under each retirement program from which the person is eligible, 
or would be eligible in the ab.ence of m1n1unma annuity prOVisions, to receive an 
annuity. The formula to be used in each case shall be tbe formula in effect for 
each type of service under each retirement program on the latest date for which auch 
peraon received creditable .ervice under any retirement program. 

(3) The benefit computation provided by this section shall not be used by 
a retirement program if such use would result in a smallet benefit being payable by 
that retirement prograa. 



(4) When creditable service under two or more retirement programs is 
combined to establish eligibility for a disability benefit. each retirement proaram 
shall compute and pay a disability benefit but only the retiremant proaram under 
Which the parson was l&8t cowered shall include in creditable service assumed ser­
vice after the date the disability occurred. If the person bad simultaneous coverage 
UIlder two or more retirement prolrama at the ti_ the disability occurred, only the 
retirement proaram under which the person had the most creditable service ahall 
include such assumed .ervice in the creditable service computation. 

(S) A person who qualifies for and receives a disability annuity under a 
retirement program due to a combination of service under two or IIOre retirement 
proar .... shall not lose such ellSibility if, after payment of the dis.bility 
annuity from one retirement progr_ h.. started. the person receives a lump sum 
settlement and forfeits his rights to an annuity from the other retirement proar_.
