The formulary is reviewed and revised every 6
months. Copies are distributed to all pharmacists and practitioners in
the state and are available fo other interested individuals upon request.

H 27.08 Posting. An upaltered copy of the most recent edition of
the formulary booklet, as prepared by the department shall be conspi-
cuously pésted in such a manner thaf a reasonable person would notice it
and be able to examine it at each counter where.prescription drugs are

sold.

H 27.09 Penalties. Violation of section 450.075 Wis. Stats., con-
cerning the use, and posting of the formulary may be considered to be
unprofessional conduct, and as such may constitute grounds for suspen—

sion or revocation of a pharmacist's registration.
