PSY 1.12 Transcript of hearings.

2. Persons requesting transcripts for appeal or for
other reasonable purpose as determined by the board
shall compensate the board at the rate of ten cents
per page. If such persons are impecunious they shall
be furnished a transcript at board expense upon filing
