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ORDER OF THE STATE OF WISCONSIN NATURAL RESOURCES BOARD

CREATING RULES

Pursuant to the authority vested in the State of Wisconsin Natural Resources

Board by sections 147.02, 147.021, 147,04(2) (a) and chapter 227, Wisconsin

Statutes, the State of Wisconsin Natural Resources Board hereby creates rules

as follows:

, Chapter NR 236

GUM AND WOOD CHEMICALS MANUFACTURING

NR 236.01 Purpose. The purpose of this chapter is to establish effluent
limitations, standards of performance, and pretreatment standards for discharges

of process wastes from the gum and wood chemicals manufacturing category of
point sources and subcategories thereof.

NOTE: The authority for promulgation of this chapter is set forth in Wis,

Adm. Code chapter NR 205,

NR 236,02 Applicability. The éffluent limitations, standards of performance,
pretreatment standards, and other provisions in this chapter are applicable to
pollutants or pollutant properties in discharges of process waste resulting from
manufact;re in any of the following product subcategories.

(1) Char and charcoal briquets.

(2) Gum rosin and turpentine.
(3) Wood rosin, turpentine, and pine oil,

(4) Tall oil rosin, pitch, and fatty acid.
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(5) Essential oils.

(6) Rosin-based derivatives,

NR 236.03 Definitions., Definitions of-terms and meanings of abbreviations
used in this chapter are set forth in Wis, Adm, Code chapter NR 205.

NR  236.04 Compliance with effluent limitations and standards. Discharge of
pollutants from facilities subject to the provisions of this chapter shall not
exceed, as appropriate:

(1) By July 1, 1977 effluent limitations representing the degree of effluent
reduction attainable by the application of the best practicablé control tech-
nology currently available;

(2) By July 1, 1977 pretreatment standards for existing discharges to
publicly owned treatment works;

(3) By July 1, 1983 effluent limitations representing the degree of effluent.
reduction attainable by the application of the best available technology economi-
cally.achievable;

(4) Standards of performance for new sources; or

(5) Pretreatment standards for new sources discharging to publicly owned
treatment works.

NR 236.05 Modification of effluent limitations. (1) Effluent limitations
representing the degree of effluent reduction attainable by the application of
the best practicable control technology currently available may be modifiea in
accordance with this section.

(2) An individual discharger or other interested person may submit evidence
to the departmenf that factors relating to the equipment or facilities involved,
the process applied, or other such factors felated to such discharger are funda-
mentally different from the factors considered in the establishment of the
effluent limitations. On the basis of such evidence or other available infor-

mation the department will make a written determination that such factors are
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or afe not fundamentally different for that facility compared té those specified
in the applicable sections of the EPA develobment document identified in subsec-
tion (3) below. If such fundamentally different factors are found to exist, the
department shall establish for the discharge effluent limitations in the WPDES
permit either more or less stringent than the limitations in fhis chapter, to
the extent dictated by such fundamentally different factors., Such limitations
must be approved by EPA which may approve, disapprove, or specify other
limitations,

(3) The EPA development document for effluent 1imitations'guidelines and
new source performance standards, identified by category title, by EPA document
number, and by publication date, applicable in accordance with subsection (2)
above is:

Gum and Wood Chemicals Manufacturing, EPA 440/1-76/060-b, April 1976

(4) Copies of the development document identified in subsection (3) above
are available for inspection at the office of the department of natural resources,
" the secretary of state's office, and the office of the revisor of statutes, and
may be obtained for personal use from the Superintendent of Documents, U.S,
Government Printing.Office, Washington, D.C. 20460,

NR 236.06 Application of effluent limitations and standards. (1) The
effluent limitations and standards set forth in this chapter shall be used in
accordance with this section to establish the quantity or quality of pollutants
or pollutant properties which may be discharged by a point source subject to
the provisions of this chapter, except as:

(a) They may be modified in accordance with section NR 236.05,

(b) They may be superseded by more stringent limitations and standards
necessary to achieve water quality standards or meet other legal requirements,

or
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(c) They may be supplemented or superseded by standards or prohibitions
for toxic péllutants or by additional limitations for other pollutants required
to achieve water 'quality.

(2) The production Basis for application of the limitations and standards
set forth in this chapter shall be the daily average of a maximum month in each
 subcategory subject to the provisions of this chapter.

NR 236.10 Effluent limitations, best practicable treatment. The following
effluent limitations for all or specific subcategories establish, except as pro-
vided in section NR 236.05, the quantity or quality of pollutants or pollutant
properties which may be discharged by a facility subject to the provisions of
this chapter after application to process wastes of the best practicable control
technology currently available.

(1) There shall be né discharge resulting from manufacture in subcategory (1).

(2) The pH of all discharges shall be within the range of 6.0 to 9.0,

(3) For other than subcategory (1), the 30-day average and daily maximum
limitations for BOD5 and suspended solids are set forth in.table 1 in 1bs/1000
or kg/1000 kg of product,
