ORDER OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC INSTRUCTION 

ADOPTING RULES 

This is an order of the state Superintendent of Public Instruction 

repealing and recreating rule PI 3.20 ·(13) of the Wisconsin Administrative 

Code. 

Pursuant to the authority vested in the Department of Public Instruction 

by Section 115.28 (7), Wisconsin Statutes r the State Superintendent of Public 

Instruction hereby adopts rule PI 3.20 (13) of the Wisconsin Administrative 

Code as follows: 

That PI 3.20 (13) is repealed and recreated to read: 

PI 3.20 (13) School Occupational Therapist. Effective July 1, 1977, all 

persons employed as School Occupationai Therapists must hold Department of 

Public Instruction licensure. 

(a) ASehool Occupational Therapist who was employed by aloeal educational 

agency for 2 semesters between July 1, 1974 and June 30, 1977, may be issued a 

regular three-year license upon verification that the experience was successful 

and that the applicant was certified by the appropriate professional licensing 

authority. Those persons lacking the 2 semesters of experience may be issued 

a one-year license for the 1977-78 schooI year and then a three-year license 

beginning July 1, 1978 upon verification of successfuI experience during the 

1977-78 schooI year. 

(b) Effective .July 1, 1978, School occupational Therapists not certifiable 

under (a) must meet the following criteria: 

1. Licensure as an Occupa~ional Therapist by the appropriate professional 

licensing authority. 
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2. Completion of a minimum of 9 semester credits in professional special 

education such as: 

Psychology or nature of exceptional children 

Edueational assessment/diagnosis of the handicapped 

Language development for the exeeptional ehild 

Language disorders 

Behavior modifieation for the exeeptional ehild 

Introduetory eourse to a speeifie area of exceptionality 

Adaptive physieal edueation 

Guidanee of exceptional children 

Early childhood handicapped education 

Eleetive(s) in special edueation 

The rules eontained herein shall take effeet on the first day following 

publieation in the lioliseonsin Administrative Register.
