ORDER OF THE STATE OF WISCONSIN NATURAL RESOURCES BOARD 

CREATING RULES 

Pursuant to the authority vested in the State of Wisconsin Natural Resourees .. 

Board by seetion 23.09(25) as amended in chapt.er 29, seetion 411, 1aws of 1977, 

and seetion 227.014, Wisconsin Statutes, the State of Wisconsin Natural Resourees 

Board hereby creates rules as follows: 

SECTIaN 1 - Chapter NR 65 is created to read: 

NR 65.01 Eligible units

NR 65.01 Eligible units of government. Towns, villages, eities and counties 

are eligible for grants under this chapter. 

NR 65.02 Definitions. (1) "Department" means the state of Wiseonsin 

department of natural resourees. 

(2) "MRP" means motoreyele reereation program. 

NR 65.03 Proeedure for applieation for grants. (1) Submit applieation on 

preseribed department forms ineluding a reso1utionoffieially adopted by the 

governing unit. 
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(2) Applieations may be submitted for the aequisition, development oi 

operation and maintenanee of faeilities for public motorcycle outdoor off-the­

road recreation areas. 

(3) Furnish land appraisals, options, relocation information, environmental 

assessment information, eost estimates, specifieations and other information as 

may be required to evaluate the applieation. 

(4) Before eonstruetion of eertain facilities may be undertaken, formaI 

approval may be required' from other state age~eies concerning health, safety 

or sanitation requirements. 

(5) Facilities acquired or developed with f~nds from, the motorcycle recrea­

tion program shall not be converted to any other use without the prior consent 

of the department in writing. 

(6) Use of motoreycle reereation faeilities is restricted to motor-driven 

cycles as defined in section 340.01(33), Wis. Stats., except for snowmobiles 

and other compatible recreational activity up on written approval of the department. 

NR 65.04 Allowable costs - billings - audits. (1) To be eligible for reim­

bursement, costs must have been incurred within the project period unIess written 

retroaetivity has been granted by the department. 

(2) Billings may be submitted when deeds or other proof of land control have 

been received for land acquisitiön and upon completian of a development project 

or a usable portion of a developmentprojeet. 

(3) All payments are contingent upon final audit. 'Financial records, 

including all documentation to support entries in the accounting records to 

substantiate charges for each project, must be available to the department for 

a period of 3 years after final payment. 

(4) Claims for pa~nent must be submitted within one year of the project 

termination date. 
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(5) Fina1 payment wi11 be dependent on eomp1etion of the project in 

aeeordanee with the eonditions deseribed in the approved project agreement.

NR 65.05 General program requirements. (1) Faei1ities aequired, deve!oped 

or maintained with assistanee from the MRP program sha!l be open to the general 

public. 

(2) Faei1ities aequired, deve!oped or maintained with assistanee from the 

MRP program sha!l not be eonverted to any other use. 

(3) Eligib!e 10eal units of government shal! submit app1ieations for the 

aequisition, development and opera.tion and maintenance of public outdoor motor­

eyele faeilities by Mareh 15 of eaeh year, beginning in 1979 •. Applieations may 

be submitted until May 15, 1978, for 1978 program funds. 

NR 65.06 Aequisition. (1) Funds will be available at the rate of up to 

100% for the aequisition of land or facilities for public motorcycle off-the­

road recreation purposes. 

NR 65.07 Development. (1) Funds will be available at the rate of up to 

75% of the total approved project costs for the development of public motorcycle 

off-the-road reereation facilities. Seventy-five percent advance payments may 

be made at the time of project approval if formal1y requested by the sponsor. 

NR 65.08 Operatian and mainten~nee. (1) Funds may be availab1e at the rat e 

of up to 50% for the operation and maintenanee of public nlotorcyele outdoor 

reereation faci1ities. 

(2) Funds may be available at the rate of up to 100% for the maintenanee 

of trail s whieh are jointly used for motoreycling and other outdoor reereation 

purposes. These funds wi1l be avai1able only for that maintenanee whieh is 

direetly related to motoreyeling. 

(3) Funds available for any one MRP faeility for operation and maintenance 

shall not exceed 10% of the annual program revenue received.
