ORDER OF THE DEPAHTMENT OF PUBLIC INSTRUCTION 

ADOPTING RULES 

Pursuant to the authority vested in the Department of Public Instruetion 

by Seetion 1614 of Chapter 29, Laws of 1977, the state Superintendent of 

Public Instruction hereby adopts rules as follows: 

That PI 14.02 be created to read: 

PI 14.02 Minimum uniform eontract provisions for Section 66.30 agreements 

between 2 or more school districts. 

(1) Agreement. Pursuant to a resolution adopted by each of the cooperating 

school districts, (list participating districts) said school districts 

hereby mutually agree, pursuant to Section 66.30, Wisconsin Statutes, 

to the following conditions: 

(2) Conditions: 

(a) That said above parties agree and contraet for the co-operation 

of an educational program for students, (identify, as hereinafter 

set forth; 

(b) That the (identify) school distriet is to be the operator and 

fiscal agent of said program; 

(e) That student membership for state aid purposes be counted by 

the distriet of residence; 

(d) That the annual budget shall be approved by each participating 

distriet prior to the beginning of the fiscal year and that the 

proration of costs to each participating district be determined 

prior to June 30 annually on the basis of pupil participation 

for each district and state aid reimbursements be prorated in 

the same manner and paid to the participating districts; 
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(e) That transportation, if required, is to be furnished by 

distriet of residenee and the speeial transportation aid shall 

be claimed by the distriet of residenee; (if the eooperative 

is to furnish transportation, revise this item) 

(f) That the plan of operation for the eooperative shall be approved 

in advanee of eontraet signing by all school distriet parties 

thereto; 

(g) That variations from the budget will require prior approval 

of all school distriet boards; 

(h) That the fiseal agent agrees to file a eopy of the eontraet, 

any required plan of service and the required finaneial reports 

with the Department of Public Instruetion; 

(i) That the fiseal agent shall establish and maintain reeords in 

aeeordance with the Uniform Finaneial Aeeounting System preseribed 

by the Department of Public Instruetion; 

(j) Date; 

(k) Signatures of president and elerk of eaeh cooperating school 

distriet. 

(1) Contraets entered into under S. 66.30(6) as ereated by seetion 

409 M. of Chap. 418 of Laws of 1977 are not covered by this rule. 

The rules contained herein shall take effeet on the first day of the month 

following its publieation in the Wiseonsin administrative register.

on October 20, 1978, the Department of Public Instruction held a public 
hearing on proposed rule PI 14.02 pertaining to minimum uniform contract 
provlslons for Section 66.30 agreements between 2 ormore school districts. 
This hearing was scheduled because of the petition received by DPI from 
the Wisconsin Association of School Boards. Following the receipt of 
the hearing petition, discussions were held between representatives o~ 
the DPI and the WASB relative to suggested changes in PI 14.02. These 
changes werenot substantive changes, but merely minor word changes. 

All of this took place prior to the September 20, 1978 public hearing 
of the Assembly Education Committee which also made no recommendations 
for changes in PI 14.02. On September 20, 1978, Mr. Gary Poulson was 
contacted to see if the hearing petitioned by the Wisconsin Association 
of School Boards could be wi thdrawn, however, he inforrned us that it had 
already been sent on to the printers. 

Therefore, the Department heJ_d the reQuested hearing on October 20, and 
no one from the School Board Association or any school district represen­
tati ve appeared to present testimony. PI 14.02 is in the exi:l,Ct form now 
as it was at your hearing on September 20. With this being the situation~ 
we find no reason to send this rule over to the Education Committees for 
another 30 day final draft review. We have consulted with Mr. Gary 
Poulson and Alan Beatty on this and they are in agree:inent with us.
