ORDER OF THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND SOCIAL SERVICES REPEALING, RECREATING 
AND AMENDING RULES 

Pursuant to authority vested in the Department of Hea1~h and Social Services 
by sections 46.16(1), 46.17, and 46.03(6)(e), Wis. Statp., the Department 
of Health and Social Services hereby adopts the following rule: 

PW-C 50.05(5) is repealed and created as follows: 

PW-c 50.05(5) Mattresses shall be provided where there is a need for over 

night detention. Mattresses (and Pillows if used) shall be made of fire 

resistive material, shall be covered with fire retardant, waterproof easy 

to sanitize material, shall be kept in good repair, and in a clean 

sanitary condition. Mattresses shall be at least three inches in thickness 

and be of proper size to fit the bunks or beds. Suppliers of mattresses 

and pillows shall provide information giving evidence of fire retardant 

and waterproof capabilities of their product. 

The rules contained herein shall take effect on the first day of 
the month following publication in the WISCONSIN ADMINISTRATIVE REGISTER 
as provided in section 227.026, Wis. Stats.
