ORDER ADOPTING AND 
AMENDING RULES' 

Analysis Prepared by the Department of Transportation 

The Department of Transportation administers a program of fin­
aneia1 assistanee to private, nonprofit organizations for e1der1y 
and handieapped transportation, as authorized by see. 85.08(6), 
Wis. Stats. Prior to the enaetment of the 1979 Budget Aet (Chapter 
34, Laws of 1979), seetion 85.08(6) (e)4 al10wed for operating 
assistanee block grants not to exeeed $5,000 per vehie1e. No 
eligible reeipient eou1d reeeive more than one operating assistanee 
block grant. 

The 1979 Budget Aet amended this seetion to remove operating 
assistanee block grants from the program. This order amends TRANS 2 
to remove future operating assistanee block grants from private, 
nonprofit organizations. This amendment shou1d encourage private, 
nonprofit app1ieations to look to their respeetive eounties for 
operating assitanee. Thus, greater integration of programs finaneed 
under see. 85.08(6) and see. 85.08(5) [eounty aid programs - see 
Ch. TRANS 1] ean be aehieved. 

By this order the Department requires app1ieants to ine1ude 
evidenee in their app1ieations that the proposed projeets wi11 not 
dup1ieate other serviees provided under the eounty aid program[see. 
85.08(5) and Ch. TRANS 1]. App1ieants sha11 also diseuss how their 
projeets are integrated with previous 16(b) (2) grantees and public 
transit systems in their area. Initially the rule said "urban" 
transit systems~ however, this was expanded to inelude both rural 
and urban transit systems. The proposal also requires app1ieants 
to design their projeets to serve the general elderly and handieapped 
public with the cooperation of the appropriate eounty ageneies such 
as eommittees or eommissions on aging and boards ereated under sees. 
51.42 and 51.437, Stats. The purpose of these ehanges is to inerease 
the integration of the two state e1der1y and handieapped transportation 
assistanee programs. Also, these ehanges wi11 encourage app1ieants 
to devote more effort to designing nonclient service with input from 
existing providers and finaneing sourees. 

By this order the Department also requires app1ieants for federal 
assistanee under the 16(b) (2) program to fi1e the original application 
with the appropriate DOT distriet offiee. One eopy is sent to eaeh 
of the following: the appropriate A-95 review ageney, the area 
ageney on aging, and the appropriate OH & SS's Division of Community 
Service s , regionaloffiee. This ehange wi11 simplify the eurrent 
applieation submittal process and will expedite the distribution of 
applieation eopies to review ageneies. Two ehanges have been made 
in the applieation submitta1 and review process. The initial text 
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of TRANS 2 required the applieant to submit one eopy of the appli­
eation to the regional planning eomrnission. Sinee several eounties 
have no regional planning eornrnission, the text now reads "the appro­
priate A-95 review ageney." The regional review process has been 
expanded from 30 to 45 days. 

Statement of Fiseal Effeet 

These proposed rule ehanges will have no direet fiseal impaet 
on loeal units of government or on the eost of administering the 
program. However, the elimination of the state operating assistanee 
grant may result in some eounties using their proportionate share 
reeeived under see. 85.08(5), Stats., for this purpose. In fiseal 
year 1978, $186,865 was alloeated to 26 eligible applieations as 
operating assistanee; and, in fiseal year 1979, $110,000 to 10 
ageneies. Under the proposed ehange, these moneys would be avail­
able to provide additional 100% state capital grants. Depending 
on the type of equipment requested, these moneys would eover the 
eost of 5 to 10 more vehieles in eaeh grant eyele. Integration 
of the state programs should help to reduee eost1y fragmentation 
and duplieation of serviees and may reduee the need for public 
ageneies to aequire vehieles through other finaneing sourees. At 
this time, it is not possible to determine what the dollar amount 
of such savings to loeal eornrnunities might be. 

Pursuant to authority vested in the Wiseonsin Department of 
Transportation by sees. 110.06(1), 85.08(2) (g), and 227.014, Wis. 
Stats., the Department of Transportation hereby amends rules 
interpreting see. 85.08(6), Wis. Stats., as follows:

(2) If any applieant is eligible for, but does not reeeive, 
a federal l6(b) (2) grant beeause federal rnoneys are not available 
for that applieant's project, then, to the extent that state moneys 
are available, the department may provide a capital assistanee grant 
aHe aH e~e~ae~H~ ftS~~~~aHee ~~ftHe to that applieant solely from state 
moneys alloeated under s.85.88f6tfet3 aHe 4 85.08(6) (d), Stats.

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(3) Eligible applicants may eleet not to reeeive state 
capital e~ epe~ae~R~ ass~s~aRee grant s offered under this ehapter. 
Regardless of whether state assistanee is accepted, eligible appli­
eants reeeiving federal 16(b) (2) program grants shall eontinue to 
be subjeet to all applieable federal requirements, ineluding but 
not limited to earrying out preseribed eoordination responsibilities. 

SECTION 2. Seetion TPANS 2.04(1) of the Wiseonsin Administrative 
Code is amended to read: 

TRANS 2.04(1) It is the department's policy to encourage the 
eoordination of elderly and handieapped transportation among pro­
viders of such servides. To that end, eligible applicants reeeiving 
aids under this ehapter shall~ make 

(a) Make affirmative efforts to eoordinate its aetivities with 
other service providers in its service area~; 

(b) Inelude in its applieation evidenee that the proposed 
project will not duPIicate other serviees provi~under see. 85.08(5), 
Stats.; 

~ Demonstrate how the proposed project will be integrated 
with speeialized transportation serviees provided by Eublie transit 
systems and previous 16(b) (2) grantees loeated within the applieant's 
service area; and, ---

~ Inelude in its applieation evidenee that the transportation 
service proposed for the general elderly and handieapped public was 
designed with the cooperation of the appropriate eounty ageneies, 
such as eommittees or eommissions on aginq and boards ereated under 
secs.-Sl.42 and 51.437, Stats. -
