EXA}lINING BOARD REPEALING, 
AMENDING OR ADOPTING RULES 

, Relating to temporary permits for veterinarians; examination for licensure; 
and, application requirements for animaI technician certification. 

Analysis prepared by the Department of Regu1ation and Licensing. 

ANALYSIS 

'The reV1S1ons are proposed to (1) simplify language in s. VE 2.08(3) by 
removing an !tand/or!t provision; (2) am end S. VE 2.09 relating to scoring 
procedures of the Veterinary Board examination to make the procedures 
more impartial by e1iminating oral examinations and by no longer requiring 
an applicant to receive a score of 70% from 3board examiners; and 
making an average score of 70% the passing grade; and, (3) repealing, a 
portion of VE 6.01 which unnecessarily repeats a provision in s. 453.06(3), 
Stats. 

ORDER 

Now therefore it is ordered that pursuant to sections 15.08(5), 227.014 
and Chapter 453, Wis. Stats., the Veterinary Examining Board hereby 
repeals, amends and adopts rules interpreting s. 453.06, Stats., as 
follows: 

1. Section VE 2.08(3)(b) of the Wisconsin administrative code is 
amended to read; 

Cb) Fai1ure to app1y for andfor take the next scheduled licensing 
examination. 

2. Section VE 2.09 of the Wisconsin administrative code is amended 
to read: 

2.09 Examination for licensure. The examination w±!! sha11 consist 
of 5 eqtta! pa~e~7 ene pa~e by eaeh of ehe 5 p~ofe~~±ona! membe~~ 
of ehe boa~d7 1he pa~e p~epared by ehe ±ndividtta! board membe~w±!!

3. Section VE 6.01(1) of the Wisconsin administrative code is 
amended to read: 

(1) Application for an animaI technician certificate shall be made 
on forms prescribed by the board, which shall include proof of graduation 
froma veeerinary examifiing böard approved 4-semester course in animaI . 
technology, given at a school approved by the board .. or an affidavit as 
specified fröm ehe~ieensed veeer±nariant81 whö emplöyed ehe applieane 
for 2 years in eömplianee wieh s. 453.06(3)(a)2., Stats. 

The rule amendments contained in this proposed order shall take effeet 
pursuant to section 227.026, Wis. Stats.
