ANALYSIS

The purpose of the proposed rule revisions is to renumber, reword and
amend obsolete portions of sections of Wisconsin administrative code
Chapter Med 8 to arrange the rules in a more logical order, simplify
langnage and update rules relating to the supervision and practice of
physician's assistants to make the rules more understandable. One '
section, Med 8.07(3), is being adopted to define the responsibilities of
both the physician's assistant and the phy51c1an when the assistant is
not practicing under the physician's direct supervision.

ORDER

Now therefore it is ordered that pursuant to sections 15.08(5), 227.014
and 448.04(1)(f), Wis. Stats., the Medical Examining Board hereby amends
and adopts rules interpreting sections 448.04(1)(f), 448.21(1) and (2),

Stats., as follows: ,

1. Section Med 8.02(6) of the Wisconsin administrative code is
amended to read: . .

(6) "Supervision" means to co-ordinate, direct and inspect contin-
ually and at first hand the accomplishments of another, or to oversee
with powers of direction and decision the implementation of one's own or
another's actions.

2. Section Med 8.02(7)(b), (c), (d) and (e) of the Wlscons1n
administrative code are amended to read:

(b) Performing, or assisting in performing, er bethj routine
taboratory and retated diagnostic studies as appropriate for a specific
practice setting. inelnding the drawing of blood sampltes; performing
urtnatysesy and taking eteetroeardiegraphie traeingss

(c) Performing routine therapeutic procedures including but not
limited to injections, immunizations, and suturing and care of wounds.

(d) Instructing and counseling patients on physical and mental
health; and en including but not limited to diet, disease, treatmentj
and normal growth and development.




(e) Assisting the physician in the institutional setting by
assisting at surgery, making patient rounds, recording patient progress
notes, compiling and recording detailed narrative case summaries, and
accurately and appropriate}y transeribing writing or executing standing
orders or other specific orders following consultation with and at the
direction of the supervising physician. eensistent with applteabte
regulations of the institntien and compiting and reecording detaited
narrative ease summartesr Countersignature of records must be con51stent
with institutional regulations.

3. Section Med 8.04 of the Wisconsin admlnlstrat1Ve code is
amended to read:

8.04 Certifying educational programs. The board shall conduct an
investigation prior to approving any educational program which prepares
physician's assistants. The examining board may designate an agent and
one or more examining board members and one or more council members to
conduct a portion or all of such investigation to determine the facts
upon which the examining board shall make its decision. Any party
aggrieved by the decision of the examining board under this section may
within 30 20 days of notice thereof, apply for a formal hearing before
‘the board or an agent duly appointed to sit for the board.  The decision
of the board shall comply with section 227.13, Wis. Stats., and may be
reviewed as provided in section 227.16, Wis. Stats. '
