ORDER OF THE COMMISSIONER OF INSURANCE 

Repealing Ru1es 

Re1ating to rules concerning the apprentiee program. 

ANALYSIS PREPARED BY THE OFFICE OF THE COMMISSIONER OF INSURANCE 

The purpose of this rule is to rep1aee the apprentiee program with a 
proeedure so that an applieant ean retest as often as he desires without 
restrietion. 

Pursuant to the Authority vested in the Commissioner of Insuranee by 
seetion 601.41 (3), Wiseonsin Statutes, the Commissioner of Insuranee hereby 
repea1s and renumbers rules interpreting s. 628.09, Stats., as fo110ws: 

Seetion Ins 6.59 (6) of the Wiseonsin Administrative Code is repealed. 

Seetion Ins 6.59 (9) of the Wiseonsin Administrative Code is repea1ed. 

Seetion Ins 6.60 of the Wiseonsin Administrative Code is repea1ed. 

Subseetions (7) , (8) , and (10) of seetion Ins 6.59 are renumbered to be 
subseetions (6) , (7) , and (8) , respeetively. 

SUMMARY OF FISCAL EFFECT 

This proposa1 wi11 result in the ageney saving the eost of adminis­
tering the apprentiee program estimated at $2,900.00 and in additiona1 
revenues estimated at $4,000.00.
