ANALYSIS PREPARED BY THE OFFICE OF THE COMMISSIONER OF INSURANCE 

Wisconsin Administrative Code sectian Ins 3.40 which authorizes 

clauses for coordination of ben.efit prorlaians in group and blanket 

disabi1ity insuranc.e po1icles was fi1ed with the Seeretary of State 

June 20 and took effeet September 1, 1980. Ins 3.40 interprets 

aeetioos 601.01 (3) (b), 631.43 and 632.77 (3). The ru1e ostablishes 

authorlzed c1allSes pursuant to s. 631.23. After the order adopting the 

rule was fi1ed wi.th the Secretary of State, a drafting error was noted in 

the first senteneo of subsection (2) of the new rule. The words "either 

injury and siekness" near the beg:lnn.ing of soo. (2) were intooded to be 

"either injury ~ sic.kness". A note has bE*m sugge.sted for the rule to 

explain the error, and the purpose of this a:mendment is to make the change 

in the rule.
