ORDER 

Now therefore it is ordered that pursuant to authority vested in the 
Medical Examining Board in ss. 15.08(5), 227.014 and Chapter 448, Stats., 
the Nedieal Examining Board hereby amends, repeals and reereates and 
adopts rules interpreting ss. 448.04(1)(e) and 448.13 of the statutes aS 
follmvs: 

1. Seedons Med i. 02 (20 and (3) of the Wiseonsin Administrative 
Code are renumbered to ss. med 7.02(3) and (2) respeetively and (3) as 
renumbered is amended to read:. 

(3) Verified doetimentary evidenee of graduation from a school of . 
physieal therapy approved by the boards~; ~he-beft~d-~eeegfi±~eB-aB­

2. Seetion Med 7.02(4) of the Wiseonsin Administrative Code is 
ereated to read: 

(4) If an applieant has verified doeumentary evidenee of graduation 
from a physieal therapy school notapproved by the board, the applicant 
must submit: 

(a) A verified eopy of transcriptsfrom the schools from whieh 
seeondary edueation was obtained; 

(b) A verified copy of the dip.loma from the school at whieh 
professional physieal therapy training was eompleted; 

(e) Arecord of the number of elas s hours spent in eaeh subject, 
for both pre-professional and professional eourses. For subjeets· 
whieh inelude laboratory and diseussion seetioons, the hours must 
be deseribed in hours per leeture, hours per laboratory and hours 
per diseus'sion per week. Informatian must inelude \vhether subjeets 
have been taken at basie entry or advanced levels; and 

(d) A syllabus \vhieh deseribes the materid 1 co\rel:ed in each subj eet 
campleted. 



Theboard sha11 deterrnine whether the app1icant's educationa1 training 
is equiva1ent to that specified in s. Med 7.02(3), His. Adm. Code. In 
1ieu of its own eva1uation, the board may use, as it deems appropriate, 
eva1uations prepared by the University of Wisconsin-Madison. The cost 
of an eva1uation sha11 be paid by the ~pp1:i,cant . 

. NOTE: The board approves those schao1s of physica-l\ therapy that 
are at the time of the app1icant's graduation recognized and approved by 
the American Physica1 Therapy Association or the Counci1 on Medical 
Education of the American Medical Association, or their·successors. 

3. Section Med 7.08 (1) of the \Visconsin Administrative Code is 
amended to read: 

(1) An app1icant for regular license to practice physical therapy 
who is a graduate of an approved school of physical therapy ±n-th±s-
state may also apply to the board for a temporary license to practice 
physica1 therapy under supervision. The application for such temporary 
license sha1l be made not 1ess than õe 30 days and not more than 150 
days prior to the date set by the board for the holding of its next 
examinations for regu1ar 1icense to practice physica1 therapy. The 
app1ications and required documents for regu1ar 1icense and for such 
temporary 1icense wi11 be reviewed by an offieer of the physica1 therapy 
examining counci1, and upon the finding by such offieer that the app1icant 
is qua1ified for admission to examination for regu1ar 1icense to practice 
physica1 therapy, the board, acting through such offieer, may issue a 
temporary 1icense to practice physica1 therapy under svpervision to such 
app1icant. 

4. Section Med 13.02(1) of the Hisconsin Adminis;trative Code is 
amended to read: 

(1) Each physician required to comp1ete the biennia1 training 
requirement provided under s. 448.13, Stats., sha11, in each second year 
at the time of making app1ication for a certificate of registration. as 
required under s. 448.07, Stats., hftVe-SHbm±tted-t~-the-beft~d-p~eef­
e~-fteteftdftftee-at-ftnd-eemp~et±eft-6f sign a statement on the app1ication 
for registration certifying that the physician has comp1eted at 1east 30 
hours of acceptab1e continuing medical educationa1 programs within the 2 
ca1endar years immediate1y proceding the ca1endar year for which app1ication 
for registration is made. 

5. Section Med 13.03 of theWisconsin Administrative Code is 
amended to read: 

13.03 Acceptab1e continuing medical educatioual programs; hours. 
Only courses and pr~grams approved in advance by the board may be use~ 
for credit., except that the board may approve for creclit completed 
programs and courses conclucted in other countries.· The board recognizes 
only those programs rec(J,.;nized as approved at the time of the physician' s 
attendance by the Council on Hedica1 Education of the American Medical 
Association, or the American Osteopathic ;\.;osociation, 2!. the Liaison 
Committee on Continuing Hedical Education .Q.~ may recognize'program 
providers outside the U.S. unIess any of the foregoing have been previously 



disapproved by the board. The board wil1 accept attendance at and 
completionof programs accredited as the American Medical Association's 
E.!:. the American Osteopathic Association'E; "Categary I" or an eguivalent 
as fulfilling the reguirements of this chapter for continuing medical 
education. One clock hour of such attep.dan,ce shal1 be~deemed to egual 
one hour of acceptable continuing medical education for the purposes of -
this chapter. 

6. Sectian Med 13.05 (tit1e) and (1) of the Wisconsin Administrative 
Code is amended to-read: 

13.05 (title) P~ee~-e~-eefflp~fftfteet-~fffle~y~~~bfflfssfen. Evidence of 
complianee. (1) The board wi1l accept as p~eef evidence of complianee 
with the reguirements of thischapter ~he-~t1bffl:f:ssfeft, as original documents 
or verified copies thereof, e~ any or allar any combination of the 
following: -

6. Section Med 13.05(2) of the Wisconsin Administrative Code is 
repea1ed and recreated to read: 

(2) Evidence of complianee shal1 be retained by each physician 
through the biennium for which 30 hours of credit are reguired for 
registration. 

8. Section Med 13.06 of the Wisconsin Administrative Code is 
created to read: 

13.06 Audit. The board may reguire any physician to submit his or 
her evidence of complianee to the board during the biennium for which 30 
hours of credit are reguired for registration to audit ~ompliance. 

The rule amendments, repeals and recreations and adoptions contained in 
this order shall take effeet on the first day of the month following 
publication in the Wisconsin administrative register, pursuant to 
s. 227.026(1), Wis. Stats.
