AN ORDER to repeal and recreate C 2.12(3), to create C 2.12(4)(a) and (b),
and to repeal and recreate C 2.13, relating to instructional hour and
syllabus requirements in cosmetology schools.

Analysis prepared by the department of regulation and licensing.
ANALYSIS

In this order, requirements in s. C. 2.12(3), relating to requirements on
the minimum number of hours of practical class instruction and the minimum
number of assignments in demonstration of practical skill by cosmetology
school students, and C 2.13, relating to the syllabus specified for
cosmetology schools, are repealed and recreated to:

1. Revise the hours of practical instruction and the number of assignments
required of cosmetology school students in response to changes in
public demand for certain cosmetology services since the adoption of
s. € 2.,12(3) in 1977. In instances where demand for certain cosmetology
services by the public has substantially decreased or increased, the
number of hours of instruction and the number of assignments required
to be performed have been adjusted accordingly. Also, the description
of skills has been reorganized and revised to reflect the relative
importance of a demonstration of proficiency in performing various
aspects of each skill with respect to public health and safety. The
rule interprets s. 458.02(3), Stats., relating to schools teaching
cosmetology; curriculum; requirements; and, regulation, and s. 458.03(1),
Stats., relating to standards governing schools teaching cosmetology.

2. Generalize the examining board's requirements for the syllabus required
of cosmetology schools in s. C 2.13 to specify only those requirements
for the syllabus necessary to ensure due consideration of public
health and safety aspects in cosmetology training and thereby permit
flexibility for schools to construct a syllabus that responds to
students' and the public's needs in areas other than those relating to
public health and safety. The rule interprets s. 458.02(3), Stats.,
relating to schools teaching cosmetology; curriculum; requirements;
and, regulation, and s. 458.03(1), Stats., relating to standards
governing schools teaching cosmetology.

TEXT OF RULE

examining board hereby repeals, recreates and adopts rules, interpreting
ss.
