Chapter NR 64, Wisconsin Administrative Code, provides rules for the 
administration of the all-terrain vehicle program. The proposed rule will add 
provisions covering competitive events, aids for route signing, sign standards 
for signs explaining the intoxicated all-terrain vehicle operator law, 
penalties for failure to comply with grant conditions, expanding eligible 
project costs to include production of trail maps, and useful life. Changes 
proposed pertain to width of new bridge structures and width of new trails. 

SECTION 1. NR 64.02(12e) and (12r) are created to read: 

NR 64.02(12e) "Raceway facility" means an area, including a marked 

warmup and testing area, specifically designated by a sponsor for the purpose 

of conducting a sanctioned race or derby for which any required local permits 

have been obtained. 

(12r) "Sanctioned race or derby" means a competitive all-terrain vehicle 

event sponsored by a local unit of government, chamber of commerce, an all-

terrain vehicle club, promotor, or similar organization. 

SECTION 2. NR 64.075 is created to read: 

NR 64.075 SANCTIONED RACES AND DERBIES. The sponsor conducting a 

sanctioned race or derby on a raceway facility shall: 
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(1) Make provisions to keep spectators at least 100 feet away from 

race competitors on the frozen surfaces of public waters. 

(2) Give notice of the race or derby to the local conservation warden 

or law enforcement agency having jurisdiction. 

SECTION 3. NR 64.14(2) is amended to read: 

NR 64.12(2) TRAIL MAINTENANCE. The department may provide state aid for 

trail maintenance costs equal to the approved eligible project costs to 

maintain the all-terrain vehicle trail each year but not to exceed $100 per 

mile for an all-terrain vehicle trail available for use at least 8 months per 

year aaa. The department may provide state aid not to exceed $50 per mile for 

an all-terrain vehicle trail available at least 2 months per year but less 

than 8 months per year. 

SECTION 4. NR 64.14(2m) is created to read: 

NR 64.14(2m) MAINTENANCE OF ROUTES. The department may provide state 

aid up to 100% of the cost of the purchase of all-terrain vehicle route signs 

and arrows, trail crossing warning signs, and signs briefly explaining the 

intoxicated all-terrain vehicle operator law. All-terrain vehicle routes, 

whether a part of an approved all-terrain vehicle trail or not, are not 

eligible for per mile maintenance payments under sub. (2). 

SECTION 5. NR 64.14(6)(b)1. and 2. are amended to read: 

NR 64.14(6)(b)l. The minimum graded cleared width for one-way trails is 

6 feet and the maximum is 8 feet. 

2. The minimum graded cleared width for two-way trails is 10 feet and 

the maximum is 12 feet. 

SECTION 6. NR 64.l4(6)(b)4. is amended to read: 
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NR 64.l4(6)(b)4. All-terrain vehicle trails ~ may not be routed 

over bodies of water. If stream crossings make bridging necessary, bridges 

shall be at least 4 ~ feet wide clear of obstruction. If the bridge is 

located on an abandoned railroad grade. the bridge width shall be at least 10 

feet clear of obstruction. The department shall determine the need for 

bridging or if fords or ice crossings may be used.

A partial or total reduction in funds shall be 

preceded by specific written notification of conditions which were not met and 

include a timetable for improvement in performance. Continued failure to
