General Summan of Rule. This rule amends Trans 276.07(3), (5), (8) and (13), and 
creates Trans 276.07(15m), Wisconsin Administrative Code, to add five segments of highway 
to the designated highway system established under s. 348.07(4), Stats. The actual highway 
segments1 that this rule adds to the designated highway system are:

1 The proposed rule text often achieyes these objectives by consolidating individual segments 
into contiguous segments with newend points. In order to determine the actual highway segment 
added, it is necessary to compare the combined old designations with the combined new 
designation. 
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This role also amends Trans 276.07(1), (2), (3), (4), (5), (6), (7), (8), (9), (10), (11), 
(11m), (12), (13), (14), (17), (17m), (18), (21), (22), (23), (24), (26) and (39), Wisconsin 
Administrative Code, to revise the language to a more readable form, to list concurrent 
highways2 that are already designated but not listed and to refleet jurisdictional changes that 
have occurred; amends Trans 276.06 to refleet a change in federallaw which allows buses of 
up to 45 feet in length to operate on the National Network; repea1s Trans 276.07(8m), (17s) and 
(26s); and repea1s and reereates Trans 276.09(2) to refleet changes in the lawand establish a 
delayed effeetive date for the designation of STH 70 from MN Line to Grantsburg. 

This role also creates Trans 276.075(1), Wisconsin Administrative Code, to add a segment 
of highway to the designated access routes for aceess to locations within the 5 mile limit by a 
longer route. The specific highway segment that this role adds to the access routes is:

USH 12 STH 128 E. of Hersey STH 79 N. W. of Menomonie 

The long trucks to which this role applies are those with 53-foot semitrailers, double 
bottoms and the vehicles which may legally operate on the federal National Network, but which 
exceed Wisconsin' s regular limits on overall length. Generally, no person may operate any of 
the following vehicles on Wisconsin' s highways without a permit: A single vehicle with an 
overalllength in excess of 40 feee, a combination of vehicles with an overalllength in excess 
of 65 feet, a semitrailer longer than 48 feet, an automobile haulaway longer than 66 feet pIus 
allowed overhangs, or a double bottom. Certain exceptions are provided under s. 348.07(2), 
Stats., which implements provisions of the federal Surfaee Transportation Assistance Act in 
Wisconsin. 

The effeet of this role will be to extend the provisions of s. 348.07(2)(t), (fm), (gm) and 
(gr), and s. 348.08(1)(e), Stats., to the highway segments listed above. As a resuIt, vehicles 
which may legally operate on the federal National Network in Wisconsin will also be allowed 
to operate on the newly-designated highways. Specifica1ly, this means there will be no overall 
length limitation for a tractor-semitrailer combination, a double bottom or an automobile 
haulaway on the affeeted highway segments. There also will be no length limitation for a truck 
tractor or road tractor when operated in a tractor-semitrailer combination or as part of a double 
bottom or an automobile haulaway. Double bottoms will be allowed to operate on the affeeted 
highway segments provided neither trailer is longer than 28 feet, 6 inches. Semitrailers up to 
53 feet long may also be operated on these highway segments provided the kingpin to rear axle 
distance does not exceed 41 feet. This distanee is measured from the kingpin to the center of 
the rear axle or, if the semitrailer has a tandem axle, to a point midway between the first and 

2 Concurrent highways are two or more highway numbers marked on the same physica1 
route. 

3 45-foot buses are 'allowed on the National Network and Interstate system by Federallaw. 
Seetion 4006(b) of the Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991. 
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last axles of the tandem. Otherwise, semitrailers, inc1uding semitrailers which are part of an 
autornobile haulaway, are limited to 48 feet in length. 

These vehic1es and combinations are also allowed to operate on undesignated highways 
for a distanee of 5 miles or less from the designated highway in order to reach fuel, food, 
maintenanee, repair, rest, staging, terminal or vehicle assembly or points of loading or 
unIoading. After loading or unIoading, these vehic1es and combinations may also be operated 
on an undesignated highway for up to 5 miles in order to obtain aceess to a designated highway. 

Fiscal Estimate. The Department estimates that there will be no direet fiscal impact 
from this rulemaking upon the state and anticipates no effeet upon the fiscal liabilities or 
revenues of any county, city, village, town, schooI district, vocational, technical and adult 
education schooI district or sewerage district. 

Final Replatory Flexibilib' Analysis. The Department anticipates that the provisions 
of this rule adding highway segments to the designated system will have no direet adverse effeet 
on small businesses, and may have a favorabIe effeet upon those small businesses which are 
shippers or carriers using the newly-designated routes.

TEXT OF RULE 

U nder the authority vested in the Wisconsin department of transportation by ss. 85.16(1) 

and 348.07(4), Stats., the department of transportation hereby amends chapter Trans 276, 

Wisconsin Administrative Code, implementing s. 348.07(4), Stats., as follows: 

SECTION 1. Trans 276.06 is amended to read: 

TRANS 276.06(title) PERMITS FOR VEHICLES OPERATING IN SADDLE· 

MOUNT COMBINATION OR MOTOR BUSES. For enforeement purposes, no permit is 

required for vehic1es operating in double saddlemount combination provided the overa11length 

of the combination is 65 feet or less in length. or for the operation ofany motor bus provided 

the overall length of the motor bus is 45 feet or less. This section applies to designated 

highways and 5-mile access routes.

NOTE: The provision of Wisconsin law requiring a permit for these combina­
tions (s. 348.27(13), Stats., was preempted by the federal rule (23 C.F.R. 
658. 13(d)3. 658. 13(d)(l)iii.) when these vehicles operate on the designated system 
and access routes. 

NOTE: The provision of Wisconsin law requiring a permit for the operation of 
motor buses in excess of 40 feet in length (s. 348.07(1). Stats.) was preempted 
by federal law (49 U.S.C. Appx. § 2311(a) as amended by s. 4006(b) of the 
Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991) when these vehicles 
operate on the federally designated system and access routes.
